Noted Hebrew Lecturer Speaks 
on the Persecution of His 

People.

At 9:30 this morning, the 18th annual 
convention of the Dominion Women's 
Christian Temperance Union was opened 
in Dundas Centre Methodist Church by 
Mrs. Gordon Wright, of this city, Do­
minion president, at the conclusion of 
a half-hour's consecration service. led by 
Mrs. Asa Gordon, of Ottawa.

All the delegates had not arrived, many 
being expected on various trains today, 
but those present represented fairly well 
the branches of the Union from coast to 
coast of the Dominion. Upon the plat­
form with Mrs. Wright were noted Mrs. 
McKinney, of Claresholm, Alberts, presi­
dent of that province, and Dominion vice- 
president; Mrs. Jeanette Bullock, of St. 
John, Que., Dominion treasurer; Miss 
Eleanor E. Smith, Nova Scotia, secretary 
of the Dominion "Y‘s"; Mrs. H. A. Stev­
ens, of Toronto, Dominion corresponding 
secretary; Mrs. Coles, associate editor of 
the Bulletin, and Miss Detlor, Dominion 
franchise superintendent.

Detained by illness.
Much regret was expressed by the con­

vention at the inability to be present 
for the first time in 18 years of Mrs. Mc- 
Lachlan, of Montreal, recording secretary, 
and also Mrs. A. O. Rutherford, of To­
ronto, honorary president, who was un­
avoidably detained by illness in her 
home. Two members of the executive, 
Mrs. Coles and Miss Detlor, were ap­
pointed to perform the duties of Mrs. 
McLachlan.

Routine business occupied the early 
part of the morning session. A large 
number of Dominion officers and superin­
tendents answered to the roll-call. Min­
utes of executive meetings held on Sat­
urday afternoon were read and confirmed, 
and greetings from Mrs. Spofford, presi­
dent of the Province of British Columbia, 
signifying her regret at not being able to 
attend the convention.

Reports are Good.
The reports of Dominion superinten­

dents were next in order, and showed 
some excellent work done along various 
lines. Mrs, Asa Gordon, of Ottawa, Do­
minion evangelistic superintendent, when 
called on, stated that the aim and mission 
of that department of the W. C. T. U. 
was to train especially the individual 
worker, to encourage more personal spir­
ituality, and to permeate every depart­
ment with the evangelistic spirit. Weeks 
of prayer, devotional meetings and cot­
tage prayer meetings were some of the 
means employed. Part of the endeavor 
of this department was to carry the gos­
pel to lonely settlers in the Northwest, to 
lumbermen, and to sailors, and to help 
spiritually those In hospitals and jails. 
Members were urged to pray especially 
for a spiritual awakening in Canada, and 
for the closing of bar-rooms and places of 
sin. Six provinces had made reports to 
Mrs, Gordon. They were British Columbia. 
Alberta, Ontario, Prince Edward Island, 
Quebec and Nova Scotia. The work prin­

cipally showed efforts to convert women 
who had led intemperate lives and to 
rescue girls from the under world.

Moral Education.
Mrs. Currie, of Montreal, read the re­

port on moral education. She had re­
ceived encouraging accounts from British 
Columbia unions. These had distributed 
a great deal of literature dealing with 
this subject, and a school visitor gave 
addresses to schoolgirls and their moth­
ers on the subject of sex hygiene. Other 
provinces heard from were Saskatchewan, 
Manitoba, Ontario, Quebec. New Bruns­
wick and Prince Edward. In Ontario a 
number of father’s meetings had been,. 
held with a view to getting them inter­
ested in the subject.

The teaching of sex hygiene in schools 
was urged, “The only solution of the 
awful vice problem is that the topic be 
taught regularly in the schools," said 
Mrs. Currie. "When the women get votes, 
that will be done."

The superintendent of the department 
of health and heredity, Mrs, Pugsley, of 
Toronto, stated that four provinces had 
reported to her, namely, Ontario, British 
Columbia, New Brunswick and Prince 
Edward. The object of this department 
of the W. C. T. U. was to impress the 
dangers and possibility of inherited in­
temperance. In many unions addresses 
had been given on the subject by local 
physicians.

Mrs. McKinney, of Calgary, stated that 
in this connection the health officer of 
that city had recently issued a bulletin 
dealing with the harmful effects of to­
bacco upon the human system.

All reports were adopted by the con­
vention. Reports on exhibitions and fairs, 
on foreign work, and on scientific tem­
perance instruction were left over for 
the afternoon session The morning meet­
ing closed with a Bible reading by Mrs. 
B. R. Johnson, of Barrie, and prayer by 
Mrs. Sanderson, of Montreal.

At noon the convention adjourned to 
the W. C. T. U. hall for luncheon, served 
there today by the W. C. T. U. members 
of Askin Street Methodist Church.

Afternoon Session
At 1:30 this afternoon a "Y" conference 

was held, Miss E E. Smith, Dominion 
"Y" secretary presiding. During the ses­
sion further reports were received, among 
them being that of the Dominion treas­
urer, Mrs. Bullock. A paper on “Peace 
and Arbitration," by Mrs. Chesley, of 
Nova Scotia, ad an address on “Medical 
Temperance" by Mrs. John Scott, of 
Westmount, Que.

Tonight a civic reception will be ten­
dered the delegates by the mayor of Lon­
don and board of aldermen in the Normal 
school auditorium, followed by a number 
of short addresses from the provincial 
presidents. A n interesting feature will also 
be the introduction of new life members 
by the president, Mrs. Wright. The pub- 
lie are cordially invited to attend.

lecturer, addressed an audience that 
crowded Cullis’ Hall to its capacity on 
Sunday night on the subject of “Modern 
Anti-Semitism." The emancipation of 
the Jews in Europe, which accorded them 
political rights and allowed them to leave 
their ghettos, in which they had been 
penned up for centuries, he claimed, had 
so far only rendered their condition 
worse. It had taken away from them a 
great unifying factor. Zionism, said Mr. 
Sklover, was the only hope of the Jewish 
race. Fifty years ago, the race as a whole 
was still looking forward to the coming of 
the Messiah. Today they have given up 
the idea of a personal Messiah, but the 
Messianic idea is finding expression in the 
Zionist movement.

Russian Persecution.
In 1881-82, the Russians undertook to 

massacre the 6,000,000 Jews in Russia. 
Many were massacred and 2,000,000 were 
forced to leave Russia for other parts of 
the world. Roumanian has gone so far as 
to break the treaty of Berlin, and has 
passed some 300 laws against the Jews, 
reducing them practically to the verge of 
starvation. America acknowledges the 
claims of the Jew to tolerance and liberty, 
but denies them fraternity and equality, 
ostracising them socially and in many 
cases excluding them from leading clubs. 
In United States cities the street gamins 
are often allowed to jeer and deride the 
Jews directly under the eyes of the police. 
The only hope for the Jews, according to 
Mr. Sklover, is to return to Palestine.

Mr. Sklover has interested a nun her of 
local clergymen In the protests against 
the charges of “ritual murder" made in 
connection with the Kief murder trials, 
and it is possible that the local Ministerial 
Alliance will take the matter up. Mr.

Martin Roberts, a former well-known 
resident of West street, Ealing, East 
London, was accidentally shot in Dysart, 
Saskatchewan, on Saturday, where he is 
employed by Mr Walter Wright, also a 
Londoner and prosperous former of that 
district.

The first intimation his parents, on 
West street, had of the fatality was a 
telegram from Mr. Wright, sent from 
Cupar, the nearest telegraph station, and 
received Sunday afternoon at 4 o’clock. 
It ran as follows: “Martin accidentally 
shot; send word what to do with body." 
This is the only information obtainable 
of the tragedy, and there is no possibil­
ity of further particulars being supplied 
until the next mail from the West reaches 
this city.

Went West Year Ago,
Mr. Roberts was a young man, being 

only 22 years of age last October. About 
eighteen months ago he decided to leave 
his home for the West, where opportunity 
beckoned, and take up farming, which 
he understood. He was acquainted with 
Mr. Wright at that time, and decided to 
locate in Dysart. Since that time he has 
been employed on that gentleman’s farm. 
It was his intention to visit his parents, 
on West street, this year, and he had 
practically decided to return to his home 
Dec. 1, to spend the Christmas holidays.

The news came as a great shock to his 
parents and sisters, as he had declared 
himself to be In the best of health only 
a short time before, in a letter written 
to those at home.

The cause of the accident completely 
mystifies all who knew him. He had a 
decided dislike for all weapons of every 
kind, and was never known to handle a 
gun for that reason.

Previous to leaving London, his genial 
manner won for hint many friends, who 
will regret the sad circumstances attend­
ing his death.

Sklover left this morning for Detroit, 
where he will deliver several lectures. He 
will return to London in about

Both appeared in police court this 
morning with a charge of being drunk 
and disorderly against them. As Hill 
stood up in answer to his name, the 
magistrate recognized in him a man 
who registered for the East Middlesex 
by-election several days ago as Ed­
ward Revere. "I thought your name 
was Revere," said the court. “At least 
that was what it was when you regis­
tered several days ago."

“That is my right name," replied the 
prisoner. “I sometimes go under the 
name of Hill."

After hearing the constable’s explan­
ation of the affair on Saturday night, 
the court imposed a fine of $2 on both 
the man and the woman, and warned 
them to behave in future.

Slapped a Boy.
Morris Belcher, a youth, charged 

with choking Wilfred Hooper, a lad 
of about 10 years, denied the choking, 
but admitted slapping the boy on the 
face. He was fined $2 and $1.85 costs.

The trouble originated between 
young Hooper and one of Belcher’s 
smaller brothers, at whom the former
