Tragic End.

Toronto. July 13.—Miss Gladys 

Patricia O'Connor, of Toronto, died 
suddenly on Saturday, as the result 
of injuries sustained on Friday night 
when she accidentally set her night 
clothes afire with a lighted match. 
Miss O'Connor was the young wo­
man who was found, on March 8. 
half frozen to death, unconscious, in 
a corrugated iron drain pipe in the 
grounds behind the Canada Bread 
Company building. Danforth avenue. 
Toronto. Her feet had been frozen 
and it was only with the greatest 
effort that the doctors at the Gen- 
eral Hospital managed to save her 
life. Miss O’Connor had been an 
invalid since that time and was 
scarcely able to walk.

Miss O’Connor, who was the 
daughter of the late John O’Connor 
and Mrs. Margaret O’Connor, of 
Hamilton, came to Toronto last 
spring to stay with her uncle, Dr. 
Michael J. Brown. Prior to that time. 
Miss O’Connor had been employed at 
the Hamilton registry office, but had 
given up her profession, owing to 
ill health, brought on as the result 
of nerve strain.

On Tuesday, March I. Miss O’Con- 
nor left the home of Dr. Brown, and 
although a search was made by the 
Toronto authorities, no word of her 
was forthcoming until Saturday, 
March 8, when she was discovered in 
the drain pipe by little boys who 
were playing in the vicinity. " It was 
only after much difficulty that Miss 
O’Connor was removed from the 
pipe, as she had apparently been 
there several days, and in addition 
to being tightly wedged in. her cloth­
ing was frozen to the bottom of the 
pipe.
