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THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

After a storm we must, in the nataral
oourse of things, expect a calm. After the
boisterous Committees of Supply and Ways
and Means, it wax only natural to look for a
respite. We are afraid, however, that the
physical laws in this instance bave not ex«
actly been followed, that in fact the reaction
has been much greater than the action. The
Legislative Assembly seems literally ex-
bausted. The members resemble Shake-
speare’s schoolboy going unwillingly to
school” or the wounded snake that *“drags
its slow length along.” Day after day the
House is counted ont, in the absence of a
quorum; and the business of the country
goes by default. DeCosmos, Dickson,
M‘Clure, and the ever punctual Speaker, are
the only attendants, the only persons who
seem just new to think that there is any pubs
lic work to be done. The bill of supply bas
never yet been introdueed, the bills ordered
by the Committee of Ways and Means are
still in embryo, the other Decessary meas«
ures which are in various stages of progress
Temain in stalu quo. By and by we shall
hear of the \“nine months’ incubation,”
simply because the people of Vancouver Is.
land are foolish enough to return members
of Assembly who either cannot or will not
attend to 1heir legislative duties; The evil,
however, does not end here. - The few mem
bers who are disposed to do their duty have
an undue share of legislative work and an
undue share of responsibility thrown upon
their shoulders ; while the other members
walk about as careless and as indiffer-
ent as if they had no interest in the
legislation of the country, amd no interest
in the welfare of their constituents. And
these are the very men who, when in the
House, will clamor against suspending the
rules to facilitate public business, Their
idea, if it is not to spin the session out and
make a burlesque of legislation, has at least
that appearance. 1t is time, bowever, this
playing with respossibility should cease—
time that public men who ecannot attend
to their public duties should come forward
like honest men and resign a trust they are
unable to discharge. Had there been anything
like punctuality in the attendance of mem-
bers we should have had to-day the whole
business of the session completed, with the
exception, probably, of one or two bills. As
it is, the most important measures are still
in their incipient stage. Bills for abrogating

.offices and saving the country heavy and

useless salaries are no farther in progress
now than they were when the estimates
were passed. This is simply disgraceful, and
throws a serious responsibility on these mem-
bers who are persistently trifling with the
public interests by absenting themselves
from the House of Assembly. What the
country wants is the speedy passage of the billg
that are at present in both Hounses. If the
Legislative Council is determined on evincing
the same obstructiveness which characterised
its action last year, the sooner the Assembly
and the sooner the people know it the better.
If the Exec utive is determined on coming
into collision with the Lower House the
sooner the inhabitants are acquainted with
the fact the better. Nothing can be gained
now by delay. Governor Kennedy has had
ample time to watch the eflect on the public
mind of the action of the Assembly on the
estimates. He has seen a monster meeting
in Vietoria endorse the policy of the Houge,
and a similar assemblage at Nanaimo per»
form a similar operativn. Throughout the
whole colony there could not be found, we
verily believe, fifty peopls who are not
thoroughly, on the constitational question,
with the Assembly, and these fifty if they
could be obtained would be found to be as a
general thing mea whose want of experience
or want of judgment would entitle them to
little or no weight, . Wherever the question
has been debated in the Assembly, in the
press, at the public meeting, or in the Me-
chanics’ Institute, the resuls bas been the
same—argument on the popular side and
foolish, unsupported assertion on the side
of the Kxecative. In every . instance
public opinion has shown itself almost
unanimous in favor of the power elaimed by

the House. In the face of all this we ask

His Excellency to pause before bringing on
a conflict that can end in no possible good
to any party, but which may create conw
siderable inconvenience both to the Execu~
tive and the people. It still rests, as we have
aid before, with Governor Kennedy to restore
those harmonious relations which in 1864 ex-
isted between himself and the inhabitants—
it still rests with him to command the respect
and good feeling of every person on the
Island; and we know we are speaking the
sentimeats of ninety-nine out ofevery hundred
whea we say that nothing would afford the
people more genuine gratification than the
opportanity of showing their respect for a
Goveroor who chose rather to follow out the
wishes of the people than the mischievons
counsel of bad official advisers:

Ir 13 a good sign to see the color of health
on a man’s face, It is a bad sign to see it
all concentrated in his nose,
