Important Act Introduced in the
Legislative Assembly Yes-
terday.

B. C. Proposes to  Administer
the Fisheries to Her Own
Advantage,

TLe following is the text of the-important
fisheries bill introduced in the Legislature
yesterday:

An Act respecting the Fisheries of British
Columbia.

His Majesty, by and with the advice and
consent of the Legislative Assembly of the
Province of British Columbia, enacts as fol-
lows:

1. This Act may be cited as the British
Columbla Fisheries Aect, 1901,

2. This Act, and the respective provisions
thereof, and the regulations hereby author-
ized, shall apply to all fishing and rights
of fishing and all matters relating thereto,
in respect of which the Legislature of Brit.
ish Columbia has autherity to legisiate
for the purposes of this Act, but shall not
authorize, nor shall any lease, license or
permit issued hereunder, or in pursuance
of regulations made hereunder, authorize
or be deemed to authorize any interference
with the navigation of any navigable
waters.

3. Where the following words and ex-
pressions occur in this Act, and in any reg-
ulations hereby authorized, they shall be
construed jn the manner hereinafter men-
tioned, unless a contrary intention appears,

(1) Crown lands shall mean and include
such ungranted crown. or public lands, or
crown domain, as are within and belong to
the Provinee of  British Columbia, and
whether or not any waters flow over or
cover the same.

(2) “Water,” or “waters,” or “Provincial
water,” or “Provincial waters,” shall mean
and jnclude such waters of the sea. or of
any bay, inlet of the sea, or of any lake,
river, stream or watercourse wholly or
partially within the province over or in re-
spect of which the Legisiature of this
province has authority to legislate for the
purposes of this Act, and whether flowing
over or covering crown lands of not, but
shall not incinde any waters in which fish
are propagated and preserved by the own-
er or tenant of the land covered by such
waters.

(3) ‘‘Commissioners” shall mean the mem-
bers of the board of commissioners, desig-
nated from time to time hv Order in Coun-
cil, as Commissioners of Fisheries.

(4) “Fish” shall mean snd include every
kind, species or variety of fish' in respect
of the catehing or killing of which, within
the province, the Legislature of British
Columbia has authority fo legiglate.

(5) “Fishery lease,” or “lease,” shall

voked by the commissioner, and the lessee
or licensee shall in addition be deemed to
gac:e committed a contravention of this

12. No person shall fish for, take, eatch
| or kill, from or in provincial waters, by a:
means other than by angling, any fis
Which inhabit sald waters, without first ob
talning a léase or license, signed by the
~commissioners or their deputy.

13. No one shall, without lawful excuse
(the proof whereof shall lie on him). buy,
sell, or possess any fish. or portion of any
fish, caught or kilied in provineial waters,
at a time, or in manner prohibited by law.

14. The Board of Commissioners may is-
sue or authorize to be issued. fishery leases
or fishery licenses for fisheries and fishing
to be carried on in provincial waters, sab-
Ject always to such regulations, conditions
and restrictions as may from time to time
be made, ordered, established or fixed in
that behalf, by the Board of Commissioners,
approved by the Lieutenant-Governor in
Council, and published in the British Col-
umbia Gazette, or as may be contained in
the lease or license; but leases or Hcenses
for any term exceeding five years shall
be issued only under -authority of the
Lieutenant-Governor in Counecil.

15. The rental of Mcemse shall be fixed
by the Board of Commissioners, and when
not paid In advance shall be paid at the
time or times specified therefor in the lease
or license, and the lessee or licensee who
fails to pay the rental or fees, when and as
by lease or license provided. shall forfeit
all rights thereunder, and thereupon the
lease or license may be decldred void by
the commissioners, who may re-let the said
\Ilghts; but notwithstanding the forfeiture
of the said lease or license and the said re-
letting. the said lessee or licensee shall be
liable. at the suit of His Majesty, for the
said rental or fees, and the expenses incur-
red by such forfeiture and re-letting.

(2) In addition to the rental or license
above provided, a tax or assessment on all

taken by him or in his possession, and the
implements by which such fish were taken;
and “in case such person or such dealer
shall refuse to allow such inspection and
examination, the fishery overseer shall have
bower, and Is hereby authorized. with or
without a search warrant, to examine the
contents of any boat or other vessel, or of
any fish car, box, locker, basket. crate or
other package or utensil in possession of
the person so fishing or of such dealer in
fish, or any place or premises where there
is reason to believe that any fish taken in
Contravention of this Aect, or anything used
In violation thereof, is concealed. for the
purpose of ascerta.ning whether the provis-
lons of this Act have been or have been
complied with: and for the purpose of such
examination the fishery overseer or officer
may use such force as may be necessary by
breaking open doors or otherwise, and by
breaking any lock, or the fastening of any
box, locker, basket. crate or other package
or utensil, place or premises in which fish
are kept or are reasonably believed by
such overseer or officer to be kept. .

29. Any person who shall obstruct, hinder,
delay or interfere with any fishery commis-
sioner, overseer or officer appointed under
this Act in the discharge of hig duty under
the provisions of this Act, or while enfore-
ing or attempting to enforce. or while act-
ing under any Act or regulation of Canada
relating to fish, fisheries, by violence, hin-
‘drance or by the means of threats. or by
giving false Information. or in any other
manner whatsoever, shall, for each offence
be liable to the penalty provided by seetion
89 of this Act, and costs; and in default of

fish caught, cured or packed in provineial
waters may be imposed by the Board of
Commissioners for the purpose of provid-
ing a revenue with which to conserve and
otherwise protect the fisheries of the pro-
vince. The amount of such tax or assess-
ment shall be fixed from time to time by
regulations made by the Board of Commis-
sioners with the approval.of the Lieutenant
Governor in Council. Sald Board of Com-
Inissioners may, with the approval of the
Lientenant-Governor . in Couneil, for the
purpose of building hatcheries and other
capital expenditure, anticipate such revenue
and borrow money thereon from any chart-
ered bank or other corporation or person
who will advance same on the security
thereof: all such sums of money s0 borrow-
ed shall be repald within a period of five
years from the date of the loan thereof.

16. No lessee of licensee shall have the
right to sublet. transfer or assign any right.
interest or privilege granted or conferred
upon him under the prov'sions of this Act
without first having obtained fhe written
consent of the Board of Commissioners
or their deputy.

17. If, in consequence of any incorrect-
ness of survey, or other error or cause
whatsoever, a fishery lease comptises lands

payment-of such fines and costs shall be im-
prisoned for a perlod not exceeding six
months.

80. The finding of any nets, fishing devices
or other articles set or maintained in viola-
tion of this Act, shall be prima facia evi-
dence of the guilt of the person or persons
owjng, possessing or operating the same.

31. It shall be the duty of every lessee
who takes fish for commercial purposes, at
the end of the fishing season, and not later
than the 3ist of January in the following
year, to transmit by registered letter to
the Board of Commissioners, a statement
showing the amount in weight of each of
the different kinds of fish caught by such
lessee during the said fishing season, and
the price per pound received by him for the
same.

82. Fishery Commissioners shall deter-
mine and direct where nets may be set, and
the distance to be maintained between each
and every location of nets (in this section
hereinafter called ‘‘fishery,”) and shall
forthwith remove any fishery which the
owner negleets or refuses to remove in
compliance with any such determination
and direction; and such owner so neglecting
or refusing, after forty-eight hours’ notice,
shall be moreover liable for a violation of

included in a fishery lease of a prior date,
the fishery lease last granted shall be void
in so far as it interferes or purports to in-
terfere with that previously issued, and the
holder or proprietor of the lease so render-
ed vold shall have no elaim for indemnity
or compensation on aceount thereof.

18. Every fishery lease shall be deemed
to have been made and granted subject to

mean and include a lease conferring for a
term therein mentioned, upon the lessee
therein named, the right to take amd keep
for the purposes of fishing, under and sub-
Ject to the provisions of this Act, and of
all regulations made thereunder, the ex-
clusive or other possession of any crown
lands therein deseribed, with the exclusive
or other right to fish in any waters flowing
over or covering the same, at such time and
in such manner and with such restrictions
and subject to such regulations, as may be
permitted. regulated or prescribed, by any
lawful authority in that behalf.

(6) “Fishing  license,” or ‘license.” or
‘‘permit,” shall mean and include a Hcense
granting for the t‘'me therein mentioned. to
the licensee therein named. upon payment
of the license fee therein stipulated a right
to fish in any waters therein deseribed or
other lands in respect of which the Legis-
lature of the province has aunthority to
legislate for the purposes of this Act. at
such time or times. In such manner, and
with such restrictions and snhject to such
regulations as may be vermitted regnlated
or prescribed by anyv lawful authority in

the right of passage to and from any water
in favor of the occupants (if any) under title
from the erown, of the lands in rear. of
those included in the fishery lease, whether
80 expressed in the lease or not.

19. The Board of Commissioners may,
upon the request of any lessee of fishery
leases, or without such request. appoint as
many guardiams as may be deemed neces-
sary for the effectual protection of the
fisherles, or rights of fishing in any waters:
such guardians shall be sworn to the faith-
ful discharge of their dutles, and especlally
to prevent the taking or killing. or attempt-
ing to take, or kill, fish in the waters under
their charge. by illegal means, or in any
illegal manner, or at times when the taking
or killing of fish is prohibited by lawful
authority; they shall be employed for such
length of time as the Board of Commission-
ers consider necessary, and their services
shall be paid for by the lessee or lessees in

this Act, and for the cost and damages of
removing such fishery; but nothing in this
section shall empower the Fishery Commis-
sioners to aunthorize the setting of nets in
waters other than those described in the
license. ;

33. All nets shall have the name of the
owner or owners legibly marked on two
pleces of metal or wood attached te the
same; and such mark shall be preserved on
such nets during the fishing season in such
manner as to be visible without taking up
the net or nets: and any net used without
such mark shall be lfable to confiscation.

34. Disputes between persons relative to
fishing limits or claims to. fishery locations
or stations, or relative to the position and
use of nets and other fishing apparatus,
shall be settled by the local fishery overseer
subject to appeal to the Board of Commis-
sioners.

35. When not otherwise speecified. every
proprietor, owner, agent, tenant, occupant,
partner or person aectually in charge, either
as occupant or servant, shall:be jointly and
severally llable for any penalties or moneys
recoverable under any of the provisions of
this Act or any regulations msde there-
under.

36. No common carrier or other person
shall receive or have im /his possession or

such propertions and at such times and in
such gml?r?er as may be determined by the
Board of Commissioners.

4. The Lieutenant-Governor in Council
shall appoint a Board of Fishery Commis-
sioners, to be selected and appointed in the
manner fixed in the regulations made here-
under, which board shall act as advisery

Such com-
missioners, overseers, officers and clerks
shall be paid out of the moneys reeeived
under the provisions of this Aet, or as may
be appropriated by the Legislature,

5. (1) The Lieutenaunt-Governor in Coun-
cil may appoint commissjoners, fishery over-
seers and other officers, and every overseer,
commissioner or officer-so appointed shall
be ex-offico a justice of the peace within
the county or. distriet to which the terri-
tory, or any part thereof, for which he is
appointed to ack as such overseer, belongs,
and need not take any oath to enable him
to act as such justice. .

Every provinelal constable shall be ex-
io a fishery overseer, and every fishery
seer shall have jurisdictjon in and over

every part of this provinece for the purpose
of the enforcement of the' fishery laws
thereof, < i

6. In the discharge of his duties. every
fishery overseer and every person bw him
accompanied, or anthorized for that pur-
pose, may enter upon, and pass throuch.
or over, private property, without being
liable for trespass. 3

21. Any fishery leawse, or fishing license,
held by any person convieted of any contra-
vention of this Act, or of any of the con-
ditions of any license issued ‘thereunder.
may be annulled and cancelled by the Board
of Commissioners, and thereupon such per-
son shall forféit all his rights and privileges
under such lease or license, and shall not
be entitled to or have any claim to any In-
demnity or tion in t thereof.

22, Every lessee shall be answerable for
damage done to the lands in the lease de-
scribed and the timber growing thereon, or
on adjoining lands, either by himself or
his agents, or any person under bhis control.
either from waste or fromh want of suffieient
precaution in Lighting, watching over or ex-
tinguishing fires; and it shall be incumbent
on every lessee in case of damage cansed
by fire to prove that all such precautions
have been taken. i

23. A fishery iease shall entitle the lessee
to institute in his own name any action or
proceeding agalnst any person unlawfully
trespassing upon, damaging or invading
the rights; property, premises or privileges,

sgranted or demised by the lease, and also

to sue for and recover any damages sus-
tained by him as such lessee.

24. (1) Every person not being lawfully
authorized so to do who enters upon or
passes over the land described in and the
subject of a fishery lease without permission
of. the lessee or his representative, shall be
a d t . .and on conviction
thereof shall incur and pay a fine of not
less than one dollar nor more than ten dol-
lars, with costs of prosecution, for each
‘offence, and In default of immediate pay-
ment of such fine and costs, shall be im-
prisoned in the common jail of the county
(or: district) within which offence was com-
mitted for a period not exceeding one month,

(2) This section shall not apply to any
Person entering upon or passing over such
lands in discharge of any duty imposed by
law. nor, when the lands are Included in a
timber Hcense, to the holder thereof, who
shall at all times have the right to cut and
take away all the trees, timber and lumber
within the limits of his license; nor to pre-
vent the owners or occuplers of land bor-
dering on any waters using a general’right
of passage to and from such waters, nor
to prevent the public use of any waters or
the banks thereof either for the convey-
ance of timber and lumber of any kind, or
for the free navigation thereof by vessels,
boats or other craft: nor to any user under

- 87. All fish companies and fish dealers
purchasing fish direct from the lessees or
licensees under this Act shall keep a record
in form approyed by the Board of Com-
missioners of the different kinds and quan-
tities of fish taken or caught in provinclal
waters and purchased by them, with the
date, name and address of the person from
whom purchased, such book to be bpen for
the inspection of the commissioners or
their deputy at all reasonable times; and a
monthly abstract from such book shall be
forwarded by the said fish companies or
fish .dealers to-the Board of Commissioners
on forms supplied by the Board of Com-
missioners for that purpose, such abstract
to be forwarded on or before the fifth day
of each month and to cover the preceding
calendar month.

88. Where any of the provisions of this
Act, or of any regulations made under the
authority thereof by the Board of Commis-
sloners, with the approval of the Lieutenant
Governor in Council, are contravened, and
no other penalty is herein provided for such
contravention, the, person guilty of such
contravention shall, on conviction thereof.
incur and pay a fine of not less than ten
dollars nor more than fifty dollars, and for
a second or subsequent offence of not less
than' twenty  dollars por mope than one
hundred dollars, with costs of prosecution,
and in default of immediate payment of
such fine and costs, shall be imprisoned in
the common jail of the county or district
within which the offence was committed,
for a period of not exceeding six months.

39. All grosecutions for the punishment
of any offencs under this Act may take
place before any Fishery Commissioner,
overseer, stipendiary or police magistrate,
or one or more of His Majesty’s justices
of the peace having jurisdiction in the coun-
ty or district in which the offence is com-
mitted.

40. Where an offence under this Act is
committed in, upon, or near any waters
forming the boundary between the difterent
counties or districts, such offences may be
prosecuted before any magistrate, commis-
sioner or overseer for either of such con-
tiguous counties or districts.

41, Any Fishery Commissioner, overseer
or magistrite may, on view or otherwise,
convict for any offence against the provis-
foris of this Act. or of any regulation made
thereunder, and shall instantly capture
and detain, or destroy. all seines, or nets,
or other materials and articles illegally set
or in use which are shown to have been il-
legally in use.

42. Contravention on any day. of any of
the provisions of this Act. or of any regula-
tion made under the authority thereof by
the Board of Commissioners; with the ap-
this Act. the person giving or making the
information or complaint shall be a compe-
tent witness, notwithstanding that such
person may be ent’tled to part of the ve-
cunlary penalty on the conviction of the
offender.

(2) On the trial of any eomplaint. nro-
ceeding, matter or question under this Act,
the person opposing or defending, or who is
charged with any offence against or under
any of the provisions of this Act, shall be
competent and compellable to give evidence
i or with respect to such complaint., pro-
ceeding, matter or question,” and on any
such trial no person, witness or party shall
be excused from answering any gquestion
upon the ground that the answer to such
question may tend to criminate him. or
may tend to establish his Hability to a elvil
proceeding at the instance of the crown or
any other person: provided, however, that
no evidence .against such person in any
criminal proceeding thereafter Instituted
against him, other than a prosecution for
perjury in giving such evidence.

46. In default of the payment of any pen-
alty imposed by this Aet, and costs, by any
person convieted of any offence under this
Act. the offender mayv be committed to the
common jail of the district or county where
the offence was committed for a period not
exceeding six ‘months, nnless the penalty
and coste. and the costs and charges of
the commitment, and conveying the defend-
ant to pp'son. are sooner pald. and the
amount of- such costs apd charges of eom-
mitment and conveving the offender to
proval of the Lieutenant-Governor in* Conn-
efl. shall constitnte a sevarate offence and
mov 'hé punshed acrordingly.
