He was not on
any of the boats which fell into the
hands of the revenue cutters, either of
Uncle Sam or of the Russians. The In-
dians of Clayoquot, from which port he
has taken his crews, were greatly at-
tached to the dead sealer. This fact was
brought out prominently last season,
when Capt. McPhee left the service of
the Sealing Company. Another sealer
went to (Clayoquot to get a crew, but
the Indians would go in no other vessel
than that commanded by Capt. McPhee.
So Capt. McPhee took the Carrie C. W.,
to Clayoquot and secured a crew.

iCapt. McPhee was a native of Sheet
Harbor, Nova Scotia, and was 48 years
of age. Before coming to British Colum-
bia to engage in the sealing industry, he
was engaged in the shipping industry on
the Eastern coast, and was on several
deep water vessels. He leaves a widow
and two sons. The funeral will take
place tomorrow afternoon at 2:30 p. m.
from his late residence, 116 Bay street.
