Tells of True State of
Affairs.

Indianapolis, Ind., June 20.—The
News has just received a special cable-
gram from Hector Fuller, its corre-
spondent at Chefoo, giving the follow-
ing account of his release from Port
Arthur and the situation inside the be-
sieged fortress :

“Chefoo, June 20.—After spending
five days in a Russian prison, I was
released and put aboard a Chinese Jjunk
and brought to this place. ‘The stories
of starvation in Port hur, spread
by the Japanese, are uutrue, as steam-
