An Old Case Revived- Mr. Bethune Meets his
Match in & Witness—A Glimpse into the
Central Prison.

« On Saturday the Dominion ggvemment

was on trial ; now it is the Ontario govern-

ment,” was the remark of aveteran Q. C.

during the progress of the case of Campbell

v. Prince yesterday. It will be !"emember-

ed that in this case the plaintiff secured a

verdict in the county court, and that it

went up by the usual stages to the court of
appeal,jwhere a new trial was ordered. Age
seems only to have added vigor to the suit,
if we may judge by the formidable array of
counsel engaged. The plaintiff had secured
the services of N. G. Bigelow and Nicholas

Murphy, while the defendant was renreseut‘-

ed by James Bethune, Q. C., and J. E.

Rose, Q. C. b
The first witness called was the pl‘mnt.lﬂ',

Mrs. Campbell. During her examination

by Mr. Mnrphy, she spoke so low that

she could scarcely be heard, and seemed
very nervous. Opposition, however, seemed
to ‘bring out the latent strength of her
character, and during her cross-examina-
tion by Mr. Bethune she showed herselt an
exceedingly clever woman, ready of tongue,
accomplished at repartee, and of _undaunted
courage, though she still spoke in a rather
low tone of voice In February, 1879, she
gaid, her husband was a glunl in .the cen-
tral prison, of which Captain Prince was
then warden, A number of letters had ap-
peared in the Mail reflecting on the manage-
ment of the prison, and it came to her ears
that Captain Prince accused her hus-
band of being the author of them. Her
husband being on duty, she went  to
the warden’s office, and after waiting
about an hour the captain came in, looke«%

'at her in a very gdisdainful manner ’
aud asked her what she wanted. She told
him what she had heard about the Mail's
articles?and asked him on what evidence he
made such a charge. J

Captain Prince said there was going to be
an investigation. Mrl.to('ral;l;pbeu said she
hoped there was goin a proper in-
vert?;ation, and if tgxere was it wouldn't
be very much to his advanta e—he was al-
ways unfortunate in his attacks. The cap-
tain then became very angry and called for
the guard. The latter not coming, he went
out and looked for him, and not finding him
came back and took hold of her
arm. It was a very vicious grasp.

She said it was a &ublic office, and she
had as much right there as he had. She
also said as sure as there was & heaven
above them she would see his old bald
head turned out of there. Subsequently
the gnard came in and she went out quiet-

ly. It appears that she got the informa-

\ion about the accusation against her hus-
band from a gentlemsn in a high position
who had called ugon her. !

Mr. Bethune : Now, who was this gen-
tleman in high position ?

Mr. Murphy : I object.

The judge ruled that she meed not an-
swer the question unless she liked.

Mr. Bethune: Then 1 will ask her to
give me the name. Mrs. Campbell ; I most
respectfully decline. .

id you write any of the letters in the
public papers yourself ? I decline to ans
swer.

Were the marks on your arm large or
small? Witness (after a”good deal of spar-
ring)—Well, if you will just examine de-
fendant’s finger and thumb you will see the
size of the marks.

You say that Captain Prince was removed
from the- Central prison. - Are you aware
that he had applied for an exchange, and
that he is now registrar at Guelph ?

Are you in the coufidence of the govern-
ment ? Perhaps I know something that
would astonish the government.

Well, I' would like to hear it. Perhaps it
would astonish me, too. The witness, how-
ever, would not reveal this dreadful seceret.

The above are only a few specimens of
the sparring which took place between coun
sel and witness.

The evidence of Mr. Campbell, the next
witness, was unimportant.

Thig closed the case. Mr. Rose then ap-
plied for a non-suit, which was refused, and
the defence was gone into.

Mr. Mullin’s evidence proved very little,
as he was sitting with his face turned away
nearly all the time the assault was alleged
to have taken place.

Mr. Mathieson, who was bursar of the
central prison at the time of the altercation,
gave an account of the occurrence. The
guard, he said, who came in said she (Mrs.
Campbell) must go, and kept moving her
{owards the door. Captain Prince never
laid his hands on her.

The court rose for two hours as a mark of
respect to the memory of the dead president.
Upon resuming, Mr. Mathieson was cross-
examined, and other witnesses were called
for the defence.

After addresses from counsel and the
judge’s charge, the jury went out, return-
iag about six o'clock with a verdict for de-
fendant. .

The Trial Concluded and McCormick Found
Guilty of Manslaughter—Sentence Reserved.

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WHICH PAPER HAS THE LARGEST
CIRCULATION ?
R
An Interesting Disoussion—How Clrculations are
Made—The Mail’s Actual Position.

The very lively controversy going on be-
gween the Toronto Mail and the Montreal
Star with regard to circulation chiefly -con-
cerns themselves and their respective ad-
vertisers, Yet the prominent position of
both these journals—which is evidenced by
#he fact that their discussion is as to which
paper has the largest circulatfon in Canada
~_warrants the public in taking some inter-
est in the matter.

On Saturday morning the rival publish-
ers—Mr. Graham of the Star, and Mr.
Bunting of the Mail—met and fought the
thing out between them, with the usual
result—a drawn battle. Any disinterested

erson, however, who reads the entertain-
ing report of the occurrence in yesterday's
Mail cannot avoid the conclusion that Mr.
Graham was really the victor. Mr. Bunting's
garrulity showed that he felt the weakness
of his case, and the labored and libellous
article in yesterday’s’ Mail, though pre-
tending to expose some ‘imaginary attempt
at deception on the part of Mr, Graham, is
in truth a frantic endeavor to conceal its
own equivocations,and is a eonfirmation of
Mr. Graham's victory.

Let us first examine the Mail’s charges
against Mr. Graham. Tt declares him
« guilty of & fraudulent attempt to deceive
the public,” and bases this serious accusa-
tion upon several assertions for which it
has not a tittle of evidence.

The first assertion is : *‘ Having prepared
himself for months, by means of free dis-
tribution and begging letters to
ters, for & temperary increase in circu-
lation of the various issues of his papers,
he, (Mr. Graham) came forward with a
challenge on that deceptive basis.”

If the public only knew the peculiar
means: adopted by the Mail -for years dput
to stimulate its circulation, they would be
highly amused at the above charge which
it now levels against the Star. No lan-
gn:(i;e could more accurately describe the
modus operandi of the Mail’s own enter-
prising publishers. In producing an ab-
normal stimulated circulation ‘‘ by means
of free distribution and begging letters to

stmasters,” no newspaper in this

road Dominion has sinned worse than the
Mail. The papers it has ' given awa
during its existence would make enou ﬁ
white paper for the whole edition of the
daily Mail, widely as it is circulated, every
day for six months ; and we venture to
assert that the number of free papers which
to-day go out of the Mail printing’ com-
pany’s building daily would, if bona fide,
form a very fair circulation for a daily
newspaper.

Mr. (g::ham’s proposition for an investi-
gation answers this beforehand, when he
says: ““ If the books showing the circula-
tion record have not been kept in a sys-
tematic manner, this fact will be held to
constitute a special point of weakness, and
the committes will mention this specially
and definitely in their report. If either
paper has not. & complete record of waste
sheets, specimen papers, unsold or return-
ed copies, this fact will also be held to con-
stitute a significant weakness, and sui-
ficient to-make the whole record onme of
doubtful accuracy. » . -
free paper inadmissible in count of circula-
tion will be held to be a paper given asa
specimen without value received.

Another assertion of the Mail’sis : *“ He
was compelled to admit that he had no
bona fide prepaid and permanent circulation
such as the Mail is admitted, on all hands,
to have.”

This is quite gratuitous. Nowhere did
Mr. Graham make any such admission.
On the contrary, he has all along sought
to have an investigation, based on actual,
permanent paid circalation ; and to the ad-
vertiser it matters not a straw whether a
paper is circulated direct from the office of
publication, as is the case with the Mail, or
throygh news-agents, as is largely the case
wuﬁy the Star, so long as the paper he ad
vertises in has a wide circle of readera. As
a matter of fact, the very thing the Mail
boasts of shows its old-fogyness ; for it is
well known that in most large cities, as in
London and New York, the leading daily
papers are circulated almost exclusively
through news-agents and newsboys, and
their circulations are regarded by the
public. as none the less genuine
or permanent on  that  account.
Moreover, an advertiser, if he is shrewd,
will prefer a paper circulated in this way,
just because its readers, though their num-
ber is constant, vary largely from day to
day, toa paper like the Mail which day
after day goes to the very same people.

The Mail asserts also that the Star people
¢ claim a circulation for their weekly edi-
tion which is the combiuved circulation of
two papers,” and makes a great fuss over an
edition of the Weekly Star prepared special
ly for American readers, of whom it has a
great many. On a quibble the Mail wants
to shut this edition out"of the comparison,
because its contents are different from those
of the Canadian edition. But there is no
doubt of its being as essential a part of the
Weekly Star as the Canadian edition. Both
are called the Weekly Star, and why should
oue be excluded more than the other ?
Y The fact of the matter is, the Mail is bit
ing its lips because it has been worsted by
the Star, and because it has been drawn into
giving the Star a great deal of free adver-
tising at its own expense. The Mail, by in-
sisting on absurd limitations, has practically
thrown up the sponge. The origin of the
whole controversy, which has resulted so
disastrously for the Mail, was its own self-
assumption in announcing, on posters and
a4 the head of its editorial columns, that
“the Mail has the largesi circulation of
auy saper published in the Dominion of
Canada.” The result proves that Mr.
Graham was quite justified in disputing
this position. Tne Mail practically con-
fesses that it, and not the Star, has been
« guilty of ‘a frandulent attempt to_deceive’
the public,” because it is not willing te
have its broad declaration contested as it
stands. This is the way in which Mr.
Bunting, according to his own explanations
and limitations, would have it read : *‘ The
Mai) has thé largest circulation (prepaid, an-
nual, Canadian subscribers) of any paper
published in the Dominion of Canada.”
This is eating the leek with a vengeance ; it
is {Samson shorn of his locks, and shaved
clean into the bargain ; it is truly the sha-
dow of its former self, with a few more
annotations and modifications and ex-
planations. - The managing = director of
the Mail niight ‘easily word a sentence
to give the Mail the largest circula}
tion of amy paper in the world. But
from this time forth, thanks to.its own
maladroitness, it will have to content itselt
with an inferior place in the ranks of news-
papers.

This controversy is interesting chiefly as
bringing into relief the relative standing of
the leading dailies of the Dominion, for it
is the dailies that advertisers are specially
concerned with, It is manifestly unfair
to lnmp a daily paper and a weekly paper
together for purposes of comparison, as the
Mail has been doing. Daily should le
pitted against daily, and weekly against
weekly. Everybody knows, and advertisers
of all shades of politics recognize, that the
Daily Globe, in the matter of circulation,
f any other daily in

Life is Made Up of Margins.

Speaking to the students of Hiram col-
lege many years azo, the late President
Garfield said : I was thinking, young ladies
and gentlemen, as I sat here this morring,
that life is almost wholly made up of mar-
gins, The bulk itself.of almost anything
is not what tells. That exists anyway.
That is expected.” That is not what gives
the profit or makes the distinguishing dif-
ference. The grocer cares little for the
great bulk of the price of his tea. It is the
few cents between the cost and selling
price, which he calls the margin, that par-
ticularly interests him. Is this to be great
or small? Is the thing of importance?
Millions of dollars change hands in our
great marts of trade just on the question of
margins. This same thing is all-important
in the subject of thought. One mind
is not greater tham another, perhaps,
in the great bulk of its contents;
but its margin is greater, that’s all. I
may know just as much as you do about the
general details of a subject, but you can go
just a little farther than I can. You have
a greater margin than I. You en tell me
of some single thought just beyond where I
have gone. I must succumb to your su-
periority. * * Trecall a good illustra-
tion of this when I was in college. A cer-
tain young man was leading the class in
Latin. I thought I was studying hard. I
couldn’t see how he got the start of usall so.
To us he seemed to bave an infinite know-
ledge. He knew more than we did.  Finally,
one day I asked him when Le learned his
Latin lesson.  ‘“ At night,” he replied.
I learned mine at the same time. His
window was not far from mine, and I
could see him from my own. I had finished
my lesson the mext night as well
as usual, and, feeling sleepy, was about to
go to bed. I happened to saunter to my
window, and there I saw my classmate still
bending diligently over his book. ‘“There’s
where he gets the margin on me,” I thought.
¢ But he shall not have it for once,” I re-
solved. *I will study-just a little longer
than he does to-night.” So I took down
my books again, and, opening to the lesson,
went to work with renewed vigor. I watch-
ed for the light to. go out in my classmate’s
room. In fifteen minutes it was all dark.
« There is his margin,” I thought. It was
fifteen minutes more time. It was hunting
out fifteen minutes more of rules and root-
derivatives. How often, when a lesson is
well prepared, just five minutes spent in
perfecting it will make one the best in the
class. The margin in such a case as that is
very small, but it is all-important. The
world is made up of little things.
