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The Tax Exemption Assoclation.

On Tuesday a meeting in favor of the
abolition of exemption from taxation
passed a resolution forming an association,
the objects of which are “by proper and
legitimate means to bring about the aboll-
tion of all exemptions from  taxation.”
To-day the provisional executive commit-
teo of that association meets to adopt a
constitution and bylaws.

We cannot impres: too stro-gly upon
the members of this committee tk. responsi-
bility that lies upon their shou'ders: to
this executive committee the pu 'ic looks
%o initiate and carry out vigorou: :.easures
for the attainment of the laudal > objeet
they have in view. Concerted action they
will expect and they will obtain; but they
themselves must be the fly-wheel without
which the whole machinery would work
unsteadily and ineffectually. Last year’s
efforts in this direction failed, partly
through the opposition of the legislature
and partly through the apathy, or at all
events the inability of oco-operation, on
the part of :the committee. To-day we
hope to see no'such obstacles, There are
good men, energetic men, Influential men to
look to; let them remember that the public
and the press will heartily endorse thelr
efforts in this direction.

The Margin of Subsistence.

‘Wholesome food, a comfortable house,
and & cértain amount of leisure are the
prime necessities of oivilized life. These
are necessary to existence properly so
called : that 1s, to existence which is pro-
gressive ; any style of existence that Is not
progressive should not be tolerated, it is
a hindrance and a drag upon the rest of
the community, and that community
should see that nothing of this kind im-
pedes its onward movement.

Inan interest®g column in the Chicago
News we read that there arein the north-
western portion of that city alone over a
thousand able-bodied men out of employ-
ment. The cause of this Is traced to the
enormous influx into Chicago of Poles, Bo-
hemians, Ttalians and others whose margin
of subsistence is narrow in the extreme;
who can live (but nothing more) on
the merest pittance, and to whom
comfort, cleanliness, healthy houses,
wholesome food and other requisites of
what we have called progressive existence
are utterly unknown., What is the result?
Not only do these foreigners by their own
stagnant condition retard the march of
civilisation to a very appreciable extent,
but they also crowd out those to whom
such amenities of life every class in a com-
munity are entitled to.

To this evil Canada will be soon obnox-
ious, if she is not already so.- We could,
doubtless, with great ease add to the mere
uumerical proportions of our population by
inducing the Chinaman, the Pole, the
Bohemian, the Italian, the low caste Rus-
sian and others to settle amongst us, but
should we be adding to our wealth, to our
capabilities of progress, to our hopes of a
proud and patriotic independence, in short
$o our moral, social and political advance-
ment? This is a question that will at no
very distant day clamor for an answer, and
it would be well to examine it from every
standpoint and be prepared to. give it au
unhesitating answer,

A Wonderful Steamer.

The Cunard liner Umbria made an ex-
perimental cruise a few days ago.

‘Trans-Atlantic voyages are nowadays
umique in point of comfort and speed.
Some years ago the vessels on the over-
land route to India were perhaps unex-
celled in both these respects. There was
great competition between the P. & O.
compaiies, the French, and Green’s lines;
a very good class of people traveled upon
them; and the large amount of passenger
and freight traffic allowed of luxurious de-
tails. Now, however, no ocean voyages
can compare with those between Great
Britain and America,

Of this the Umbria is a salient example,
She has attained & speed of 24 statute
miles an hour; her gross tonnage is 8000
tons; ten water-tight compartments divide
her bulk; and she is fitted with numerous
water-tight and fireproof doors. Her masts
are of steel, and she is equipped with the
large namber of twelve lifeboats.

Nor has attention been paid to safety
alone ; she has five decks beautifully fur-
nished; is lighted by electric light and is
upholstered internally in the most luxurious
fashion,

almost lose its terrors.

paper, and that their deposits are gone
beyond recovery. Happily in the pres-
ent instance the fraud has been
detected early in the day, and the sentence
of five yoars’ penal servitnde and three
years’ po ize supervision will, it is to be
hoped, suifice to deter other so-called emi
gration agents from perpetrating similar
frauds. Intending emigrants cannot be
too oareful to deal only with properly

suthorised persons; to do otherwiss is fo

incur grea$ risk.” On all which we Lave |
this remark to make, If a mere impostor,

working ““on his own hook,” and without
auntherity to act for any government, or
for any steamship, railway or land com:
pany, can rake in money frofm perons an-
xious to emigrate, what may not be done
by bona fide agents, duly authorized and
unimpeachable ! There seems to be money
in the emigration business for somebody,
and we fancy that the biggest share of it
goes to the steamship companies and their
agents in the old country. ‘

Large Estates in Ireland.

The prosperity of the people of western
Ireland, and their free development into
self-governing thrift, must be greatly
hampered by the large estates, A corres-
pondent of the London Times speaks of
Lord Kenmore’s rent-roll as having been
£60,000 a year before the late reductions,
which affected him but little. Amother
holder, in the same vicinity, after the re-
duction has still an annual rental of £16,-
000. He also speaks of deer forests of
vast proportions, A Mr. Amlett hir»s of
one proprietor 23,000 acres for shooting,
besides other tracts from several adja-
cent estates. These sheotings are let
under & limit of so many stags a year,
In the case just mentioned the rent was
£2000 a year, and the limit forty stags.
Venison in the original package comes
high, each stag standing him in the sum of
about $250, besides probably two or three
times as much for incidentals. The cor-
respondent adds concerning the large pro-
prietors in Lord Kenmore’s vicinity that
““good and easy as they generally are the
tenants are miserably poor.” As it is
precisely one of these “good and easy
souls” who obtains from these ‘‘miserably
poor’’ the pretty trifle of nearly $300,000 a
year, the reader may draw his own con-
clusions as to which is the cause and which
the effect, for it is also stated that poor as
these people are the country is inadequately
populated.

The Ottawa Citizen runs a column of
notes under the heading of ‘‘semi-edi-
torial.” Its editor must be a half-and-
half sort of cuss.

The generic premise—it we may use the
phrase—upon which all species of argu-
ments on behalf of exemption from taxa-
tlon are based appears to be this: that a
certain part of the community should not
be taxed for the possession of something
that benefits the whole community, If
this rule were carried out in its entirety
nothing would be taxed, Every valuable
possession conduces directly or indirectly
$o the benefit of the whole community
from a dollar bill to The World news-
paper. The benefit conferred by that
possession is a matter of degree. But as
the generic premise does not take acoount
of gradations or degrees of benefit it
crumbles away.

There are those who think that the
“solaimant” will again gather about him
an Influential crowd of followers, who, if
unable to clamor openly on his behalf, will
yet make themselves heard, This is hardly
possible, Auy popularity the wretched
man ever gained was solely through the
agitation of his three chief disciples—
Whally, Dr. Kenealy and Guildford Oan-
slow. These are now no more; and al-
though the British mob at heart looks up
to'an aristocrat and will not see injustice
done him, yet by this time the idea that
the claimant is a baronet chiselled out of
rights has evaporated.

There was a quiet energy about the
meeting brought together for the purpose
of advocating the abolition of exemption
from taxation on Tuesday evening that
augurs well for its tuture success. Not
many arguments were educed; not many
strongly-felt sentiments were uttered; and
the speeches were by no means blatant or
rabid., There was about the whole pro-
ceedings an air of conscious power, a

'power that was gathering itself together

for great and decisive action,  Exemptions

must go.

An excellent move on the part of the
exemption of taxation association is that
of obtaining the co-operation of the trade
and labor council. To the workingman,
who by constant unaided toil earns enough
to purchase a houze and lot, it must ever
be an enigma why upon that house and lot
he should pay taxes while the clergyman,
who probably has risen to the position he
holds by state - endowed colleges, lives
untaxed in a handsome parsonage or
manse,
