Another Daylight Robbery
in Queen-street.

FIVE MASKED MEN; TEN REVOLVERS.

A Jeweler, His Help and a Cus-'
! tomerTied and Gagged.

The Robbers Were Evidently the Same
Pu-uu.Who Recently Robbed Davis’
Jewelry Store in Queen-street East—
The Police Nonplussed--A Tale Which
for Daring Rivals the Exploits of the
Missouri Train Robbers,

Another sensational robbery, equaling in
daring the looting of Ammon Davis’ jewelry
store, 184 Queen-stréet, east, at 9 o'clozk on
the morning of Dec. 27 last, was success-
tully csirri‘d out yesterday afternoon on
‘the premises of Fred Roberts, jeweler, 186
Queen-sgreet west.

At 4.15 two young men, with the lower
part of their faces muffied in scarfs, sudden-
Iy presenjted themselves before Mr. Roberts
and his a‘uinunt. John Wade, and without
preliminary each levelled a brace’ of re:
volvers /at the heads of the storekeeper

.and his/'clerk and demanded silence. Three
other ,ént.mders, also, masked, followed
close jon the heels of the two first, and
also direw weapons. Roberts and Wade
‘bound hand and foot with cord
simiflar to that used on packing cases,
with handkerchiefs and thrown to
Yhe floor, and the visitors were proceeding
gather in the stock of watches and
miscellansous jewelry when the entrance
“of Charles Smith, an employe of livery
stable a shortjdistance down the street,
who entered the store for the purpose of
baving a ring repaired, interrupted the
proceedings.
Thought It Was a Joke,

Smith states that as soon as he entered
the door was quickly closed behind him,
Attributing the strange appearance of, the
men in the store to some joke that was
being perpetrated, he was preparing to
enter into the spirit of the affair when he

- was roughly seized from behind, sileuce

being enforced at the point of a revolver.
A handkerchief was placed in his mouth
and partially forced down his throst with
the barrel of the weapon. . His hands were
slso bound and he was thrown upon the
floor. i X

One of the thieves -then lowered the
blind and all five set to work ransacking
the show case and window of their valuable
contents, filling their coat pockets. They
-also ransacked the ill, securing $20, and
searched the pockets of Roberts. Lhey
only contained $1, but this the men took.
Having secured all the valuable portion of
the stock the men walked out the front
door.

The ‘thieves  dido’t have = suffi-
cient cords < with which to bind
Smith’s feet, and to this faet the trio owe
their early escape from incarceration, for
as soon as the five men left the store Smith
gays that he rose to his feet and making
his way to the door opened it by lifting the
latch with his head. He then rushed out
into the street, and presenting his manacled
wrists to an expressman who was passing
requested him to sever the cords. Ye ex-
pressman, however, not liking the

- appearance of the affair, drove hastily
off without complying with the request.
The next man who .came along, however,
was more humane and released the unhappy
Smith, who in turn untied the cords which
bound his companions in misery.

The Alarm Given.

By this time the alarm had beep spread
and a crowd gathered in and around the
‘small jewelry store, which almost blocked
traffic in the street, and an increasing
stream of questions was poured in upon the
participants in the strange affair.

All three were afterwards examined by
the detectives, but no clew was left by
the perpetraters of the - theft as to
their identity. One fact, however, secms
toconnect them with the jewelry robbery
which occured recently at 184 Queen-street
east inasmuch as the cord which was used
to bind the victims was of identically the
same quality and size as that used in the
Davis robbery. A similar remark too was
dropped by-one of the young ruffians to the
effect that he did not like to leave until he
had spilt somebody’s blood.

All five wore derby hats, long
overcoats: and -each handled a brace
of - flashing . revolvers, but though
they were only disguised by their scaris
being drawn across the lower part of their
faces, yet not one of the victims can furnish
the slightest information as to their facial
appearance and are not even sure if they
would recognize their assailants if they

+ were confronted with them.

The Loss About $1000,

Mr. Roberts states that he is not in a
position at present to say just what
jewelry has been stolen but estimates
his loss at anywhere between $500 and
$1000. He .is of the opinion that none of
she young men were over 20 years of age,
all having smooth faces.

The heads of the detective and ‘police
department are reticent concerning their
opinion of the robbery, but openly express
their amazemen$ that so open a theft could
have been successfully- committed in day-
light on so crowded a thoroughfare as
Queen-screet is at this hour of the day.

If & trust is honestly aund thoroughly
shattered, however, its remains cannot long
stay in harthony, The output of coal can-
nhot be restricted except by coilusion or
conspiracy. With an unrestricted output
the conditions will scon  become such that
the healthy, natural law of competition will
assert itself in fair prices. - Even conceding
that the weather entitles the coal man to
take a high price for his goods, coal is at
present $1 a ton too dear.

The Record of a Negro and His Stalwart

NEw York, Jan. 17.—The Advertiser’s
Washington special says, in regard to the
detection of grave robbers in the Washing-
ton cemeteries, that George W. Marlowe,
the king of the Ghouls, delivered four
bodies to three medical colleges yesterday.

This was=verified by the watchers on
duty. Yesterday morning Marlowe himself
admitted to a reporter who called at his
home, ani represented that he was a doctor
in search of ‘‘subjects,” that he had robbed
the graves with the assistance of three stal-
wart sons.

He is a heavy set negro, with sharp fea-
tures, a heavy black mustache and long
mutton chop whiskers. He made the state-
ment that he was regularly engaged in the
business of body-snatching and shipped his
ghastly booty to numerous points through-
out the country.

Paris, Jan. 17.—Advocate-General Rau
pened for the pr tion in the Panama
cases to-dny. He said that until the last
moment he had cherished a hope that the
detendants, whose reputations had hitherto
been unsullied, and some of whom had con-
tributed to the glory of France, wonld
furnish frank explanations of charges
against them and establish their innocence.
In this expectation he had been disap-
pointed. He found himself compelled to
demand from the court a judgment that
would brand them with fraud. He also
felt it his duty to demand an adequate sen-
tence upon Ferdinand de Lesseps, whose
former glory and homor had been
wrecked in this  tragic adventure,
which had reduced to peverty maoy
thousands of thrifty workers, M. Ran de-
clared the payments made on ecommission
were outrageously high, especially those on
the contract given to Eiffel, whom the Ad-
vocate-General blamed severely for accept-
ing 33,000,000 francs.

M. Rau emphasized that newspapers of
all shades, their editors and managers, had
receiyed money, and all sorts of disgraceful
tr tions were led under the head-
ing of advertising expenses. The Advocate-
Generalhad not finished his address when
the court adjourned.

A Royalist Conspiracy.

The Government will soon strike a blow
at the Royalists. It is reported on excel-
lent authority that there is now ample evi-
dence of a Royalist conspiracy and that ar-
rests will be made at an early date.

The conspiracy has been hatched in Lon-
don and Madrid, and the Count of Paris,
instead of having been specially close in
expenditures of late for the Royalist cause,
has been unusually lavish. He is not him-
self managing any details, but his leading
representatives are more active than ever,

Royalist influence aud funds have had
much to do with the recent activity in revo-
lutionary circles in Paris, and it is reported
that much of the applause of the Extremists
at the Tivoli Vaux Hall was furnisted by
paid Royalist. clacquers,

The Royalist plan appears to bé to over-
throw the Republic by some means,no mat-
ter:what those means are, and to foment
and promote disorder, in the hope that the
Erencli.people will turn to the Count of
Parisdnthe Duke of Orleans for rescue or
protéction.

The headquarters of the Royalist-Social-
ist intrigue just now is said to be the Mai-
son du Petiple, ‘and it is there that the
police, through their spies, have acquired
much valuable information as to the designs
of the Royalists.

Bank Note Issue,

The bill extending the bank note issue
was passed to-day by the Chamber of Depu-
ties.

- An official denial was given to-day to the
report that M. Cambon was to succeed M.
Waddington as French ambassador to Great
Britain.

Count Hoyos, the Austrian ambassador

ROUGH ON RECRUITS.

They Are Forced to Jump frem a Run-
ning Train on Fire!

St. PETERSBURG, Jan. 17.—Flames burst
to-day from the front car of a train loaded
with recruits.

Notwithstanding the encouraging terms
used in the manifesto of the Presi ent, he is
undoubtedly fearful of a general uprising
and--isin -terror of his life. The guards
about  his house have been doubled and,
other precautions taken to enmsure his per-
sonal safety.

THE NOVA SCOTIE COAL DEAL.-

It Will Not Affect Prices Here, 50 Local
Coal Dealers Say—sSoft Coal from
Ohio. '

The World had a talk yesterday with a
few of the local coal men regarding the pur-
chase of the Nova Scotia coal mines by an
America syadicate. They profess to evince
very little interest in the matter. The
price of coal would not in the least be
affected here, the Nova Scotian article not
coming so- far west as Toronto.

An interesting fact brought out, however,
was that arrangemeuts were being made to
place bituminous coal on the Toronto mar-
ket at prices considerably lower than those
prevailing.

Mr. R. E. Gibson, President of the Con-
gor Coal Company, said he did not know
much more about the reported purchase of
the Nova Scotia mines by an American syn-
dicate beyond what had appeared in the
newspapers. “‘I don’t see how it
ponig;y affect prices here, Nova Scotia
coal is not brought here. It seems to me
those peopls  would never undertake the
development of these mines for the Cana-
dian trade only. It would not pay them.
This Mr. Whitney, you know, 1s brother of
the man who was Mr. Cleveland’s right-
band man while he was President. And it
seems to me that there must be some under-
standing that the Cleveland ndminjltrl‘iyibn
is going to knock off the duty. If thisisdone
it will enable the syndicate to bring in Nova:
Scotia coal &t prices much lower than an{
other competitor can. . In fact the Pennsyi-
vania people, who now practically have a
monopoly, won’t be in it, ;

“Some claim that Nova Scotia coal is
brought as far west as Belleville. I don’t
believe it; On the other hand the Grand
Trunk catries-coal from Pennsylvania right’
through to Montreal.”

Will Make No Difference to Toronto,

*‘If the railroads have not been able here-
tofore to bring Nova Scotia coal up here
and make it pay, then how are they going
to doit in the future? said Mr. H. J.
Watson, manager of the Canada
Coal = Company. “It will not make s
particle of difference to the Toronto
market. As you know, Nova Scotia only
produces bituminous coal, and the Cana-
dian trade in this does not amount to much.
Only the other day I was talking to an
American dealer and - he said that the de-
mand in Canada for bituminous coal was so
small that it made little or no difference to
his company whether it shipped any to this
country at all. In fact, some of those who
ase their own cars will ‘not ship
soft coal to Canada at all, owing to the
difficulty of getting their cars back again.”

““The principal reason why the syadicate
has pmiuedtba Nova Scotia mines is 'to
supply the Atlantic steamers running out
of n and other American ports,” said
Mr. Join Keith, ‘“‘and yon ean depend npon
it the ateamship companies have also a
hand in the deal. At present they are at
the mercy of the American combine, and
‘they are ermified to get cheap 'coal.
Vessels will carry coal from Cape Breton to
Bo‘uan at 50c & ton.
