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NOTE AND COMMENT.
A Sydney, Australia, despatch re­

ports the arrival of 55 Western Can­
adian farmers to settle there.

The forestry branch of the Canad­
ian Government is now distributing 
some 3,000,000 trees annually am­
ongst the Western farmers as com­
pared with 385,000 distributed this 
year by the United States forestry 
department.

A monument in each state along 
the Canadian boundary to mark the 
line and commemorate one hundred 
years of peace between Great Britain 
and the United States, was proposed 
in a bill at Washington by Senator 
Jones, of Washington, which asks a 
§500,000 appropriation for the pur­
pose.

Welland county this year has 
spent §58,924,15 on its road system. 
Besides macadam, a thousand feet of 
concrete pavement was put down on 
one of the roads at a cost of a little 
over §3,000. This is the first stretch 
of concrete road built in Ontario un­
der the provincial aid system.

Agriculturists in Ontario are up 
against another pest.

\V. McCubbin, of the Dominion Lib­
rary of Plant Pathology, who is at 
fit.

SHEEP ON THE FARM.

The Cheviot is a Scottish breed of 
sheep and considered by many the 
most beautiful of all breeds. Chev­
iots have been bred for over a cen­
tury in the Cheviot hills of Scot­
land. They were first brought to 
this country in 1838, but not many 
were brought until much later, and 
even today not many high class 
flocks of them are bred on this side.

__ They have undergone wonderful ■ 
” improvement in the last few years, 

most particularly in the fleece. For 
mutton form the Cheviot is splen­
did. And their pure whiteness, alert- 
nèss and neatness make them most 
attractive in a green pasture. Their 
utility and beauty are the reasons 
for their growing popularity.

They Flourish on Fodder That Would 
Go to Waste Without Them.

No one knows definitely what it 
costs to keep the farm flock, by farm 
flock meaning the small flock, twenty- 
five to seventy-five ewes, on farms 
from 100 to 300 acres in size. They 
will clean up much that would other­
wise go to waste, and they will save 
much by consuming what should. be 
destroyed. In early spring they will 
clean the weeds out of the oats, even 
helping the oats, some state; they will 
not hurt the meadows when well 
started after cutting if not pastured 
closely, nor will they hurt the new 
seeding in the wheat stubble if not 
kept on too long; lambs can be run in 
standing corn some time before they 
find the ears, thus saviug the lower 
leaves that would otherwise go to 
waste; they may be pastured on the 
rye in winter; they will clean up any 
out of the way places, and wherever 
they go They leave the land richer and 
with anything like decent handling 
make their owner money.

When we come to proper handling 
of the farm flock it becomes neces­
sary to decide what is economical and 
wliat is not The man who raises 
pure bred sheep for sale for breeding 
purposes cannot give too good care 
nor too much attention to feeding. 
Lie is looking for extraordinary in­
come from his sheep and to secure

this the extra attention is necessary. 
But when it comes to the man who 
uses no grain, and in some grass sec­
tions this is economy, the sheep nat­
urally are not going to get as much 
attention.

Take the man who has kept a farm 
flock continuously for a period of ten 
years, who has cared for his flock in­
telligently. who has maintained his 
ewe flock up to fair size, never jump­
ing to extremes In size, with young 
stuff of his own breeding; who has 
learned to know his sheep individually 
season after season, and who has cull­
ed closely, who has used good rams, 
did anybody ever hear him kick about 
the sheep business? Every time he 
will say that sheep are the most de­
pendable and best pro (it makers on his 
farm. The kicker is the careless sheep­
man, the in and out type, none one 
year apd a lot. the next

Meat on the Farm.
There are few animals that increase 

as fast as swine. Starting with a bred 
gilt one can soon have hogs enough to 
supply the family table with pork, ba­
con, hams, sausage, etc. It requires 
feed and some pasture to produce 
cheap pork, but it is worth while for 
most farmers to raise their own meat.

peeding Cattle.
Clocklike regularity in the feeding 

and watering of cattle on full feed is 
of the utmost importance. If possible 
the same man even should always do 
the feeding, and it to important that 
this be the most intelligent and trust­
worthy man on the farm.

Berlin, Germany, after pointing out 
the poisons that lurk in all anti-fat 
panaceas, declares that he has for 
nearly two years employed an elec­
tric battery for the reduction of 
superfluous flesh. This electric bat­
tery produces a “foradic" current 
which sets the little fibres and 
strands of your muscles in rhythmic, 
regular, harmonic vibrations. These 
muscular movements are attuned to 
the normal rhythm of a resting mus­
cle in such a way that the muscular 
motions occur without fatigue to the 
bulk of huge flesh.

Fat, then, according to this “Na- 
gélschmidt electric current" can be 
turned off and on at will. You may 
take on adipose or eliminate as 
much as you please. The only ques­
tion seems to be one of submitting 
t-) the battery.

Another method of reducing fat to 
a minimum, available for many who 
cannot be placed in touch with this 
new electricity, is to artificially pro­
duce a current of electricity in your 
bath tubs. Although it is not so 
reasonable nor yet absolutely ex­
plainable upon our knowledge of the 
impenetrability of the human skin, 
yet it is a well-proved fact that if 
Epsom salts or sulphate of mag­
nesium is added to the water of your 
full bath, in the course of a few 
months from fifteen to thirty pounds 
will be eliminated.

Whether this is a mysterious elec­
trolytic action that is set up between 
your skin and water, or merely a 
powerful assault of the salt upon the 
usually impervious skin has not been 
positively determined. The fact, 
however, remains that Epsom salts 
in the bath tub aids materially in 
reducing your avoirdupois.

It is evident from these two pro­
cedures that corpulent persons need 
not expend all sorts of money upon 
every published anti-fat remedy. It 
is far better to apply these certainly 
harmless, cleanly and non-fatiguing 
methods discovered by medical men 
of acknowledged training than to 
pick up every catchpenny panacea 
with no other support than the em­
blazoned words of an advertising 
writer.

Overcrowded Professions

Prehistoric Relics From Africa.

A survey of the professions show» 
that moat of them are overcrowded. 
The trend of education should be to 
prevent every youth from getting the 
impression that ifghe fails to select 
one of the so-called “learned profess­
ions” he falls short of that high aim 
in life which is supposed to bring 
credit upon a proud family line.

Modern educational methods are 
adding to the efficiency of the man 
who combines energy of intellect 
with technical skill in the doings of 
things which millions are asking to 
have accomplished.

While hundreds of young doctors 
and lawyers are barely ekeing out » 
living, the demand for thoroughly 
equipped men to plan and supervise 
the constructive work of the work­
aday world is in excess of the supply.

Perhaps it is useless to tell the 
youth that there is more chance of 
success in becoming an efficient far­
mer than any of the professions, but 
nevertheless it is true.

My Baby

Central Africa was once the home 
of a highly civilized people. The 
latest proof of this comes from Leo 
Frobenius, a German explorer, who 
collected and brought back to Berlin 
recently many specimens of ancient 
art. Much of this material is not 
older than the sixth century after 
Christ, but the various objects were 
found in the ruins of places from 15 
to 25 feet below the surface, and 
these buildings had been built on 
the ruins of still older and more pre­
tentious structures. The latter were 
of solid, well built masonry with 
court yards and gardens surmounted 
by roofs of tiles. /

Some of the finest specimens of 
statuary and bas reliefs in bronze, 
terra cotta and carved quartz come 
from these prehistoric ruins. They 
rival in perfection of workmanship 
the best relics of ancient Egypt, thus 
proving that in very remote ages Cen­
tral Africa must have been inhabited 
by a highly civilized people, and sup­
porting the theory that Africa was the 
seat of the first high civilization 
which was transmitted across the 
Mediterranean to Europe, while the 
peoples who had founded it sank 
gradually into a condition of savag­
ery, through what cause we can only 
conjecture.

Shady and Sunny Side of Japan.
A remarkable difference exists be­

tween the climates of western and 
central Japan, so much so that these 
districts are distinguished by the 
two names Sanindo—shady side— 
and Sanyodo—sunny side—respec­
tively. During the long and rigor­
ous winter of western Japan the cen­
tral provinces, bordering the inland 
sea, enjoy dry and comparatively 
mild weather. The two regions are 
separated by mountain ranges, and 
the factors determining their climate 
conditions are distinct. A Japanese 
writer says that while the winter 
climate of central and southern Ja­
pan depends on the southwestern 
monsoons, that of the western coast 
is directly related to the barometric 
area of north China.

Electing Mayors in England

The municipal elections in Eng­
land the first week in November and 
the Mayors of over 300 cities and 
towns are chosen by the municipal 
councils. In the majority of cases 
these are purely formal functions, 
but there are some interesting ex­
ceptions, as the London Observer 
points out. For. instance, at Lincoln 
the Mayor is elected by having 
placed upon his finger an ancient 
ring worn by his predecessors for 
several centuries past. At Bright- 
lingsea the Mayor’s election has to 
take place in the belfry of the parish 
church, and at Grantham the new- 
chief citizen is declared duly elected 
after a tap on the head from the 
town clerk’s gavel. Chichester 
presents the Mayor on his election 
with a gold-mounted malacca cane, 
while the Mayor of York is similarly 
equipped with a heavy silver-mount­
ed oak staff.

At N e vveasUe-under-Ly me, a 
public holiday is held on election 
day, and the new Mayor is proclaim­
ed at the market cross in the town 
square a ceremony said to have 
been observed for close upon eight 
centuries. In several towns, Bourne­
mouth notably, the retiring Mayor 
installs his successor by imprinting 
a kiss upon his forehead, while at 
other places the retiring Mayor has 
the pleasanter task of kissing the 
wife of his successor. At High 
Wycombe the newly-elected Mayor 
is weighed and at Dunstable the 
Mayor is “bumped.”
