Presidential Proclamation Adds Many} 
Acre» In Wyoming to the 

Public Domain.

The president, on July 10, 1918V 
signed a proclamation adding 76,2*1 
acres to |he Wyoming national foi“ 
est. IBs- Increase in area was awe 
thorized by the act of August 16, 191*. 
which provided for the addition at 
5,760 acres. Known as the Fontenellw 
addition, InVhe southeastern hart <# 
the Wyomingkforest, and by the act 
of February 25, 1919, which provided 
for the extemlon of thé westers 
boundary of the forest to the Idaho- 
Wyoming state line by the inclnsios 
of 70,500 acres.

A black velvet gown which ajtnct- 

ed attention was made with a round 
neck and cut practically in one 
straight piece. For trimming there 
ran np the back in a straight line at 
either side, from hem to neck, rows of 
little white crocheted koses. They 
were continued round the neckline. 
By this method all of the trimming 
was confined to the back, the only 
hint in front being the inconspicuous 
neck edging^ /

A black velvet gown was made with 
two puffs over the hips. They were 
not overly sumptuous to appearance, 
just large enough to show that pan­
niers were to fashion. From these 
the gathered skirt dropped straight to 
the hem, and the bodice was slightly 
fitted.

Many of the afternoon dresses show 
a strong Lonlx XIV influence. There 
are upstanding collars and frills, and 
even high necks with plaltlngs that 
stand out underneath the chin.
