From a life table that has just appear.
ed in England, it seems that since 1772
the longevity of the English people has
senaibly increased. Whether from the

_operatioh of the Pablic Henlth, act; or
_from the general attention 't bLealih
whieb produced the act, or from an un
observed change':in the ways ol the
people akin to the development of tem-
perasice now going on, or fropj one af
thosé alterations in the virufency of dis
ense which have repeatedly ocourred in
history, the mortality from epldamle
ai ly dechned, ~till " the
mean wortality in England, whiéh,~be-
tween 1838 54, had been 22 5 per 1000,
dropping in 1876 80 to 208 and.isdrop'
ping still, the mean death rate of 1881
82 heing only 19 3, a total lmprovemnl
of neatly one seventh,
" his increased longevity is not, it is
srue quite eqnally divided between the
sexes, Owing to canses which are still
only partially ascertained, but which
probably have some relation to the exs
tra liabitity of women during the child-
bearing period of life, females benefit
most by improved sanitary conditions,
and the total progress affected may be
broadly stated thus: Men live two
years longer, a difierence, wg need..not
say, quite large enough to be percep-
tible in human life.

Woodén Utensils in the Dairy,
‘The New England Farmer offers the

following advice, which every dairyman
would do well to (metaphorically speak-
ing) paste'in his bat:e=The secret of
keeping wooden dairy utensils,
churns, butter workers, trays, moulds,
&c., sweet and free from all suspicion
of mustiness and rancidity, is a very
staple one and easily mastered if one

like

will only remember that wood swells
by wetling and shrinksagain as it dries,

and also that water and oil do not mix,

Milk and tream are greasy ‘substances.
Let either come in contact witha clean,

dry piece of wood and they will leave a
 grease spot, and the'drier the'wood the
deeper the grease will penetrate the
pores, and the more difticult it will be

to remove. [ndeed, as a matter of
fact, a piece of wood that has its pores
once filled with grease or oil, is filled

{forever as far as washing will uffect il.

As regards bringing grease or water 1n
to contaot with dry wood, the first pos-
sesaion is equal to more than the tradit-
ional ! nine points in law."”” A’ greasy
board cannot be wet or washed in clear
water, nor is it possible to make a
thoroughly wet piece ol wood™ absorb
grease or oil, and. this is the whole sec-
ret of the use of water in preparing all
kinds of wooden utensils for use in the
dairy, Wooden ‘milking pails should
be discarded entirely unless. the wood
is carapletely filled withsliellao varnish
or some substance that will make the
surfage aboul as hard and impervious
as glass, Common paint is objeetion
iblé at any, fime, beaides it soon wears
off, leaving the wood exposed to' the
drying influence of the air, ‘p is pro-
bably the best material for milking
pails, and when new and bright, an.
swets well for setting the milk angd
bolding the cream. After the tin has
got worn off so the iron is exposed, sour
cream is likely to be affacted- unfavor-
ably by-remaining in contact with it.
With good usage good tin utensils will
ast “in “good ' condition in the dairy
for a long time. But for charns, butter
workers, trays, ladles and stamps there
is nothing equal to good  clean hards
woord thoroughly soaked before using,
and this souking is of more importance
than some may suppose. Cold water
is a8 goad as hot, if time enough ib
given to penetrate the wood, but hot
water takes huold of the wood much
quicker, and is therefore to be prefer-
red. It is a'common practice wilh
some dairywomen to souk their churns
in'0old water: in summer snd in bot
water in winter, a8 an aid in. tempering
the cream, but there are better ways
for doing this. Our rale would be to
wet every wooden utensil used in the
dairy, first in hot water, tosgve time in
swelling the wood, and thén in eokt, to
bring it down to ssuituble tempernturp
to pse... Care shiould'ajse-be taken to
keep the wood wet all the time it is in
use. A butter worker set away for a
short time, with the butter in it, will
dry at the edges, and unless again wet
before using, will be. likely to absorb
the butter when brought in contact
withit.. Whenever butter sticks to
wood, $he wood is not in u fit condition
to.use, and chances are thab it can
never be ' quite thoroughly :eleansed
-Look atwnypiece of dry wood
through a magnifyicg glass, and it will

Mve found to be full of deép’ cracks and

holed. “Now let 'grease ance get int¢
thesa crevices, and it will be there 1o
stay.. Washing cleans the wood at the
surface, but swells it at the same time,
and thus shats in- the grease which, is
in,. Qur practice for. many years has
been to wash the churn and other
dairy implements, wipe dry. and then
place-them_where they will becomé
very dry.: The wood will become warp
od, the jinits stary, and a leaky, stinks
ing old phurn will: takas the blace of
what might, with proper care, ‘have
lasted and remained sweet & score of
years. Dairywomen often complain be-
cause their -butter stamps ~and cups
check or split after a little use, so as to
become worthless. A. butter stamp
should be washed and scalded after use,
and then put away damp until wanted
again. - Any wood used for handling
salted butter, will soon be filled with
brine, and t.here is necessity of drying
through apd ' through. . Some persons
object to the use  of soap for washing
either tin or wooden dairy. -utensils,
We have never found any harm from
using it.
