TusERcuLosis.—We are in receipt of a
blue book a “ Report of the Standing
Committee on culture and colonization
on Tuberculosis in cattle and its commun-
cability to man,” which we consider as of
great interest to the people of Canada, from
the fact of its communcability to man from
eating the flesh of animals aftlicted with the
disease, or by using the milk of cows wha
aresuffering from its attacks.

A VISIT tOo D, H. SHAW'S WONDERFUL FRUIT
GARDEN.—SOME VALUABLE HINTS TO OUR
FARMERS,

Can Pictou county raise fruit? A visit
to the fruit garden of D. H. Shaw, west
side, will suddenly convince you that
Pictou county is one of the best in
Canada to raise fruit. But the fruit does
not grow of itself. Mr. Shaw does not sow
the seed and then sit down and wait for
the harvest. ‘God helps those who help
themselves,” is wonderfully true in this
instance. When Mr. Shaw took that six
acre patch a few years ago there was not
grass enough to feed a cow ; to-day it is
‘* covered with gold,” so to speak.” In the
first place he understood the business, and
in the second place he was not afraid to
work. Hard work, experience, and a kind
providence have combined to make Mr.
Shaw

in eastern Nova Scotia. We paid a visit
to this wonderful little farm this week, for
the purpose of giving our readers an idea
of what can be done in fruit culture in
this county. At the packing house we
found the men making a ready shipment of
gooseberries for Boston.  About 100 bushels
are being sent to that market. Then we
took a trip up the garden, through the

engaged in picking the fruit, which hung
from the bushes in clusters. The berries
are of the l)uwninf; and Houghten, and
English varieties, the former being very
large and ripe. Of this line of fruit the crop
is about
FOUR THOUSAND GALLONS,

whichf at 20 cents per gallon, bring in the
neat sum of $800, This item alone is nota
bad showing for six acres. Then there is
to add to this nearly 5,000 quarts of straw-
berries, which, at 13 cents a box, gives
$600 more. In plums Mr. Shaw expects
to have about $150 worth ; while his rhu-
barb crop brought another §200. Currants
and raspberries, now on the bush, will
fetch in another $100. Besides this Mr,
Shaw has a fine vegetable garden, which,
he says, will bring him in this year about
$2,000. Two hundred young ayple trees
are thriving on the place and will soon add
itheir quota of wealth. We saw some

of Gravensteins, two and three years
old, put in oldapple trees, and they were
laden with splendid fruit. But this is not
the extent of Mr. Shaw’s business. After
inspecting the garden he took us over to

More Behring Sea Selzures.

Vieroria, B. (., Aagust 21. - . The steam-
er Olympian brought from Port Townsend
Captain Algar, of the American sealing
schooner Allie L. Algar, and one of the
hunters, both fresh from the Behring Sea,
The captain, who was interviewed immedi-
ately on arrival, said : ** On the 30th July
we were on Behring Sea, nearly as I can
judge about 50 miles west of St. Paul,
when we sighted the cutter Rush steaming
up to us on our quarter. We at once hove
to. Some minutes afterwards a boat put
off from the Rush, and Lieutenant Tuttle
boarded us. He asked for my pers,
which I at once handed him ; and after
perusing them he proceeded with two men
to search the ship. He did not find any-
shing, however, though that is not to sa
that there was nothing to find on bo.ni
After coming out of the hold, when he had
finished searching the ship, I said to him:
“Well, what luck have you had in the
search ¥ He said : **I'll tell you. On 11th
July we captured the Black Diamond and
despatched her to Sitka with a man on
board to take charge of her. On 23rd July
we sighted the schooner Minnie. Her
owner, Captain Jackson, was aboard at
the time. She had eight hundred and
forty-three seals. We took possession of
her, and we despatched her to Sitka also.
On the 20th of July we bore down on the
Pathfinder and found eight hundred seal
skins aboard of her. We put another man
aboard her and ordered her off to Sitka as
well. And last week we boarded both the
Arich and the Theresa. They had some
skins aboard, but we let them go as the
stuff had been too long caught, ordering
them out of the sea. After telling me this
Lieut. Tuttle told me I had better get out
of the sea at once. He was then pulled
aboard the steamer which headed for the
east. We then set sail for the 'south and
arrived yesterday at Feah Bay. 1 then
left my schooner there and came up from
Cape Flattery to Port Townsend. 1 caught
the U. 8. Olympian and have just reached
Vietoria. My schooner will be on the road
to Seatle now. 1 leave here on the Olym-
pian to-morrow to join her. 1 have al-
ready been a sufferer on a former occasion
through the seizure of one of my vessels in
the Behring Sea im 1887. She had one
thousand six hundred skins on board and
was taken to Sitka where they were con-
demned by the judge there. I appealed to
the supreme court and the case is still
pending there. During the presence of
some of the sailors of the Rush aboard the
Algar they took occasion to say that they
were thoroughly sick of the work.
