l;ld X;ﬁes for Fruit Trees.

Lime

It is & well known fact that the different
vaieties of fruit trees do not bloom fjand
ripen their fruit in all parts of this country
alike, or at the same time. The climate
is usually held responsible for this. Fruit
growers of the Middle States, upon hearing
of the good quality of a certain variety of
fruit grown in another part of the country,
bave often sent off for and planted it. If
the result failed to correspond to the time
and labor bestowed upon it, the planter at
once jumps at the conclusion that the
climate is not favorable, or that the origi-
nator is a fraud. This, however, is a great
mistake in many cases. Had the soil on
which this particular fruit done so well
been thoroughly examined, both as to its
exposure and composition, and had the
knowledge thus gained been brought to
a practical use, a different result would
have followed. I believe that the soil, as &
whole, has more influence over the growth
of plants and trees than the climate iteelf,
The latter does all in the way of hastening
or retarding the ripening of the fruit, but
the former certainly influences greatly the
life and progress of the troe, inasmuch as
it gives or withholds the nourishment.
Hence the value of a special manure is evi-
denced.

Lime and its phosphates constitutes the
same ingredients of all fertilizers for fruit
trees, and many old and worn-out orchards
have been made young by a judicious coat
of lime, ashes, etc. In nine cases out of
every ten, when a certain variety of fruit,
which had always done well, suddenly re-
fused to bloom and bear, the cause will be
found in the lack of these necessary min-
eral substances. A liberal application of
wood ashes, or wood ashes and lime, will,
in nearly all such cases, again bring the
trees to their former healthy, bearing state.

Analysis of the composition of ground for
orchards have in the last few years con-
vinced many that very much heretofore ac-
credited to the climate was simply caused
by the abscence of these necessary inor-
ganic and mineral substances of the soil.
This being the case, let us draw a lesson
from the above, i. e.: In getting plants,
trees, etc., from other parts, let us demand
a correct analysis of the soil upon which
that fruit attained its highest perfection,
thus we could plant them in the same kind
of soil and suffer far less disappointinents in
the result. Nurserymen would soon become
accustomed to this now order of things,
and complaints over failures of extra good
sorts of fruits would become exeeptions
where they are now the rule.

Dairy Notes.

A thoroughbred cow and a thoroughbred
dairyman mean to thoroughbred profit,
that is to say, a good profit.

A yield of a pound of butter for every
day in the year, says the well informed
American Cultivator, ought not to be ex-
ceptional. With even fair stock, to begin
with, a cross with the best milk and butter
strains of cows will bring at least half of
this progeny up to this mark if well fed,
Better breeding is the essential prerequisite
to better feeding. The farmer ought to be
proud of his stock, because in great degree
its character marks his own skill and in-
telligence in managing his business. The
man whose cows do not pay is rarely a suc-
cess at anything else.

There are two good reasons for mixing
grasses or clovers in pasture, providing
weeds are not always mixed with them.
The land will produce more, as some thrive
in spots where other varieties will not.
The second is that stock do better on it,
and varying thefr feed, eat more than they
otherwise would. The grasses and clovers
reach perfection as herbage at different
times. Early in spring cattle will pick out
the timothy and June grass, rejecting the
clover. Later in the season clover becomes
richer, and the stock prefer that.

White specks in butter come from coagu-
lation of the milk, settles to the bottom of
the cans. They  should be washed out
properly.

An agricultural expert says that it is
better to have a cow give 300 pounds of
butter for five years and die on your hands,
than to give 200 pounds for ten years and
then make 1500 pounds of old cow beef.

The Rural Canadian indorses the old
rule that every cow kept for butter will
keep a sow and pigs. The skim milk and
buttermilk form a basis for healthy feed,
and if given a run in the pasture or in the
orchard the litter of pigs in the fall will
bring nearly as much as the housewife has
made from her butter.

Milch cows always pay best when they
receive the best treatment, but especially
require good care and generous feeding at
this season. i
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To Apply Paris Green.

Of all the remedies against the attacks of
the potato beetle nothing has been found so
effective as Paris green, or the arsenite of
copper. It is a mineral, rank poison, and
many farmers are afraid to use it. They
do not like to handle it, but so far as we
krniow there is not an instance of any disas-
trous effects that can be traced to the judi-
cious application to the potato crop or to
any other plant. If any ill results have
followed from it, they arise from careless-
ness and want of reasonable and proper
precautions,

Paris Green js an impalpable or exceed-
ingly fine powder. It is to be applied
evenly over the foliage of the potato. It
requires but a single atom to put an end to
the beetle, but this atom must reach him
and enter into his circulation ; and now the
question is, what is the best way to effect
this object? Of all the methods that have
been tried, the best undoubted is in mix-
ture with common plaster of Paris, at the
rate of one pound to a hundred. Afier it
is thoroughly mixed it is readily sifted
over the foliage by a common flour dredg-
ing box; one that will hold a quart or
more fixed on to a haudle three or four feet
long is the most convenient. The buvx
being pierced with small holes, all that is
necessary when it is filled is to give the
handle a slight turn or twist, and the appli-
cation is made as fast as you gan walk, It
is best to put it on thoroughly, but it is not
necessary to cover the whole leaf, A very
slight sprinkling is sufficient, and more
than enough is wasteful both of the poison
and of time. The slightest possible dust-
78 uniformly applied is all that is wanted.

Is o nan to regard his wife, on the busi-
ness side, as o partner or a salaried em-
ploye or a mendicaut? For it must be one
or the other, Perhaps she is regarded as a

same right to draw her share of its profits

books, and has the money pass through his
hands, It is a very common thing in firms

manufacturing, or whatever it is, while the
other acts as treasurer and cashier. But
the latter does not for that reason claim any
guperiority over his associate. He does not,
merely because the money passes through
his hands, talk of * giving” his partner

money belongs to his partuer as much as to
him. This is surely the way in which the
marriage partnership ought to be viewed,
on the business side. In the great majority
of cases the wife works as hard as the hus-
band, though in s different way. Her
management of the household and the
children, if properly done, is usually to be
set against his work at his place of busi-
ness ; it is equally essential to the marriage
partnership, and though the money passes
through his hands, she has really as much
right to it as he. Of course, in cases where
the wife has no children, and lives at a
hotel or boarding-house ; and simply spends
the husband’s money, while doing little in
return, it is less of a grievance to talk of
his * giving ” her money. Even then' per-
hape they live in this way by his desire.
There are such cases, no doubt, just as
there are cases, at the other extreme, where
the wife actually earns, or owns, the money,
and the husband merely spends it. But
neither of these is the normal state of
things ; the normal condition is for the wife
to be as hard worked at home as is her
husband abroad, and in this case it is fair
to regard it as an equal partnership, in
which both partners have a right to share
the profits, and there is no ** giving ” about
it.

1 am satisfied that if there could come a
sudden revelation of all hearts, we should
be astounded at the amount of soreness and
chafing and secret unhappiness which ex-
ists beneath a multitude of roefs in the
hearts of seemingly happy wives, and
which could be instantly removed by the
certainty of evenasmall income which they
could call their own. Either the wife
should be in the domestic establishment &
recognized partner, with the rights of a
partner, or she should be a salaried officer,
with the rights which that implies. In no
case should she be a mendicant. One of
the best wives and mothers I ever knew
once said to me that she never should con-
sent to the marriage of her daughters with-
out a perfectly definite understanding that
whatever money they were to have from
their husbands should be paid to them on
definite days, as regularly as if it were a
salary, without any application on their
part. ‘No man can possibly understand,’
she said, * how a sensitive woman shrinks
from asking for money. If Ican help it,
my daughters shall never have to ask for
it.”"—Col. Higginson, in Harper's Bazar.

To Pickre Cucumsers. — To pickle
cucumbers so they will retain their green
color, I use the small long kind, and I
think those half grown are better than full
growth. Let them be freshly gathered ;
pull off the blossom, but do not wipe them ;
pour over them a strong brine, boiling hot,
cover closely and let stand all night. In
the morning drain on 2 sieve, and dry with
acloth. To each quart of best cider vine-
gar, put one ounce each of whole black
pepper ; alspice and whole ginger. When
this pickled vinegar boils up throw in the
cucambers, and make them boil up as
quickly as possible for jugt four minutes,
no longer ; put in the jar with the boiling
vinegar and cover closely. Made in this
way my pickles are always tender, crisp
and green.—Sedma O. M.
