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Provide vontilated shelters from wind, min and snow, but no litter,
Hogs with litter gov too warm. If you wish dissaso, put your hogs to tho
straw pile.

Maintain cioanliness in oll things. Breed only from maturo animals, and
nover from a show herd.  The oftspring of immature or pampered animals is
predisposed to discase,

Give pure wator from deep wells protected from surface water. Woll
wator is not freczing cold iu winter nor lukewarm in summer. Whater from
creoks, (unless fed by spriugs,) ponds or pools, is disease-breeding.

Pigs should bo farrowed 1n oarly epring and kept on only growing fuods
—milk, bran slop, oats, green rye, grasses, clovor, swoet corn—-until late fill;
thon fatten rapidly, on corn mostly, but also green rye, blue grass, pumpkus,
boiled potatoes and turnips with bran, steamed clover hay, cte.

Edward Hines, travelling correspondent of tho Liverpool Mercury, states
that tho worst c1-e of small pox can bé cared in three days suuply by cream
of tutar. Ono vunco ef cicam of tartar, dissolved in a puint of builing

tenth of this arca is now planted with apple trees, over one fuurth of these
being youug trees, and from 5,000,000 to 10,000,000 barrels will be annually
produced in ten years,

WistErR Dress Faprics.—The suft new green, which, though assertive,
is not loud, and, though trying, is not impossible, h.s for some time been
known by a variety of French vames that were vot at all descriptive ; now,
however, it is called Russian-green. The loug, furlined, fur-trinnned coats
of the moujiks are very ofien of this color, whenco tho name. That gro-n,
in as many shades as the dyer’s art can produce, is the wnost important culor
of tho senson cannot he deniced ; and that green can be closoly allied to blue,
red, black and Lrown by tho skilled dressmaker is a truth that will be very
pleasant to the dressy woman this season.

Favorite color combinations in wool and velvet, wool and Bengaline, and
wool and moiré, are green and navy, gieon and black, and green aud browa.
The use of dark crimson with green can searcely be cilled a combiuctivn, fur
the crimson is rather used for trunming than to form a special part of the
costume. The wools predominate this winter, and amongst thom preference
is given to cashuere, camel's-hair, aud light-weight cloths. Tho cashmeres
aro the acknowledged favorites, aud perfection seoms to have heen reachod in
their weaving and coloring  Camel's-hair is developed in costumes intonded
exclusively for street wear, aud tho basque-like coat is usually tho feature of
such a toilette, to which it lends a very jaunty air. Frequently these
basques are worn without an outside wrap, but a fur collar is assumed and 2
chamois jacket may be worn.

Diagonnal suiting is hiked for Empiro coats in Russian-greon, deep-crim-
son, navy, russol, scal-biown, black and moire. Bluck silk skirte are worn
under these coats, and the practice is commendable ; sometimes heavy black
grosgrain is chosen, but oltener Rengalive and mwuiré. The skiit may be
plain and full, or it way be laid in accordion-plaits, which are just uow
recoived with much favor by the French modistes, because they have all the
effect of a plain full skirt without its severity.

A coat of any color may be worn with a black skirt, and the brocade in
the waistcoat need not vecessarily boar any relation eithor to the coat or skirt
in its coloring. It should, however, be flowered and brocaded. De¢ not use
brocaded velvot. Too much canaot be said in favor of these coats ; they aro
very becoming, and not only have the air of belonging to the smart costumes
of to-day, but scem to suggest that they uover were in less exclusive society
than thut of the First Empire.

Velvet petticoats are liked, but folds of velvet that suddenly show them-
solves 1o a skirt, and velvot bodies are moro pupular. Much or little velvet
may bo used, but in any caso it is tho design of tho mudisfe to achiove &
surpniso.  This is especially desirable when the contrast is bluo and green,
black and green, or some such combinativn.
