Surely sll psssengers may cobsider this fuir cumpensati n for tho wmoney
expended, and if these iugenivus people who have taken the trouble lo
countetfeit the tickels would turn their alonts {o henest work, perchance
they might in time be slle to buy a dullar’s worth f genuine tickets,
and thus have a 1ight to the adventeges of tho tranway., However, sicee
it hes been discuverel that we Lave in our milst eomo unccrupulous
rogues, and s.nce the Siteet Ruilway Cuwmpary cannut detect these same
rogues in the act of sieslicg, the pullic must bear the consequences
The tickete, besides being a saving of menoy to constart pstrons of the
cirs, sre a great convesience, and the expressions of regret at their
discontinuance are loud ard frequent. Cou!d the S'veet Ralway Com-
pany not adopt some plan by which it could accomm._da'e its patrons
and st 1he same time thwart the desigus of the artful dodgers who Lave
taken such mean advantsge of the populir lickets? DMany ways cf doirg
this have been suggested, snd wea might mention what appeared to us a
very etsy eolution tae difficulty, namely, to print t'e tickets on cardboard
msde and colored especislly fur tLe purpose, which it would be much
more difficult to duplicate than were the plein white vnes. Or perhapa
it would be well to use a cardto.rd siriped in c.l.x and printed on
toh sides, The driver « f the cir could then as quickly defect a coun-
leit ticket a3 he could a pico of tin the &izo of a five cent picco if it
were put in the faro b.x. Wo think tho matter worthy of con-
sideration, and feel sure vur city and suburban readerz will join v~ io
boping that ere loog the welcome .un.uncement ‘24 tickets for one
doliar ” may te re-pusted in our Lorse cars.
