In our last issue we had the pleasure
of inserting among the proceedings of the
Presbytery of Hamilton a nofice of the
liberal conduct of the Kirk Session of
Niagara in defraying the expenses of the

history of our Church.”  This however,we
learn, is an error. We doubt not it has
been the case in other instances, but we
are aware, and to the credit of the people
of Melbourne it ought to be stated, that, on
the accasign of the induction of Mr. Sieve-
wright there, the members of Presbytery
were relieved from all expenses by the
liberality of the Congregation. We trust
