In the agency department there has been no slackening of
effort.  Tha.same number of agents have becn employed,
by whom about 1200 lecturas have been given, with a' mea-
sure of success at least equal to that of former years. The
directors, however, may be allowed to suggest, that that
success might he greater, were some plan adopted, by tha
local committees, for more fully advertising the agent’s
meetings, as well as for aiding him in procuring subccribers
for the publicatians. Not, by any means, that such assist-
ance has not hitherto been rendered ; but that, in som= dis-
tricts, there might be an improvement.

During a few weeks in winter, De. ' R, Lees visiled, in
connectiog with the J.eague, a number of the societies, and,
although the season and other causes operated unfavourably,
the result of the tour was, an the whole, encouraging, and
the directors believe ihat, were Dr. Lees to be secured fot
another season, he would receive a heartier welcome, and'
be listened to by much larger audiences.

In addition to the anniversary sermons and meatings in
Edinburgh and Glasgow, a few sermons have been preached
and meetings held ia the latter city.

Towards the close of the ysar, deputations from the hoard
visited Edinburgh, Perth, Dundee, Aberdeen, Barrhead,
Paisley, Dumfries, Galashields, Hawick, and Dumfermline,
and were very cordially received. This plan of bringing
the claims of the League before the various societies, of
cherishing proper feeling, and exciting to mutual helpfalness,
might be considerably extended, and with increasingly ben-
eficial effects, both as regards the League and the societies,

The county agency reccommendation of last annual meet-
ing has also received a measure of attention, and has, in a
modified form, been acted on. 1n several localities it hae
been found difficult to procure suitable agents, or to support
one for a lengthened period, and an agent has been employ-
¢d for a few months, or the services of a League agent se-
cured, by contrihoting proportionately to the funds. The
visits of the agents, when thus given, bave been very use-
ful; and were this plan more generally adopted, there is
reasox to believe the League agency might he so extended
as 1o allew cf each district having an agent always in it, te-
lieved, or assisted, as the necessities of the case might re-
quire, by the other agents.

Your directors are happy to be able to state that subsidiary
wesns for repressing and removing intemperance have re-
ceived, during the past year, a considerable amcunt of at-
tention, both from abstainers and others interested in the
work. The plan of opening tents at fairs has been extend-
ed,and with good results, Refreshment-rooms for the work-
wg-classes are also making way into the community, being
found to be remumcrative commercial speculations, as well
ss valuable reformatery establishments. As this fact he-
comes known, we may expect to see them suppianting the
whisky-shops and drinking-hauses, which at present cluster
by every thoroughfare.. Almost all classes, certainly sl
who seek to improve the condition of the people, are turn-
ing their attention to the temperance reform, aod ate seek-
ing by some one or other of the methods already in opera-
tion, or by some new scheme of their own, to helf if for-
ward, -
