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THE SCOTT ACT AS AN EDUCATOR.

Prohib.—I'm sorry to observe that you're drinking again, Mr. Rubynose, why is this ?

Ralbynose.—Well, while the Scott Act was in force I couldn’t drink without being an
outlaw, and I'd rather not lower myself to that. Now, of course, since it's a legalized
business, it makes a difference, you know.
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
