ladder mounted to the reecue. Ia the mean
time, Gorley’s wife h:d reached tho street.
Gorley paraed three of the children cubof the
window to Malrcosey,who aselsted them to
tho sidewnlk, By this timo tho em:ke was
pouting out of the windewa In denes vulames
and when Maulrooney turned to receive the
fourth child ke could not eee Gorloy. Ho
plunged his body half threugh the window,
resched ont his arm and touched Gorley, but
ho fell forward with a soream and dlzappear-
od, Tho firemen could discern one of the ra-
mainiag children tapgled in an Iron bedatead,
but were powarless to reach t.

atric: ehpervsnce of contracts, agrecmonts
and wromises, The meao whose word {a “‘as
grod a8 his bond” ia the man who hasln
spirnd counildenco in simselt by always dolng
thut wkich he has promized 10 do. Hs is
pizo, as a rule, cautions about enterisg into
wLlizations, chary about making promises
that ho may not be able to {ulfll, If ton prod-
izal In the latter respcot cne cannos hope to
kecp falth at all times, A man whoisor
int:nds to bo hornest sometimes loses orcdit
asdreputation almply becauss he ie too hopr-
ful, Countpg with too great conididence on
uncertaintles, he makes promisea that he
+manot frlfiil bsesase of the failure of the
event en which they were predioted. He
voluntarily fixas the dato for the payment of
+ debr, and fiads tvo late that sometling hw
g°m9 wrong, 8o thas ho canastmeet hia obll-
gations, Suosh an mceident may happen o
omy msn.  Upen the way in which he maetn
the nacxpeeted trouble depsnds how his
cepatation shall atand afterwarda if ha can
fuilill his promiss ot any rersonal enorifice he
saould do go ; faling that, he should ¢n-
deavor to kexp his word by borrow!ng else-
where, thus galaing time for the final dis-
charge of his obligation, But if he canuot do
either ha should go a3 soon az possible to his
graditor aud seoura an exteasisn by frankly
tolilog hlm the otata of aflsirs, thus renew-
ing Iustoad of breaking his promies. The
oune easential thing to do is to keep good
falth, or coms as near to it ns poaaible.

in advazos tho reasons why il could pot be
kopt, An ongazement of any kind ¢hould be
held aacred, und thus good reputation, which
i of slow growtk, may be gradually bailt up,
for he who keepa his word abt all times be-
comes respeoted and is frnsted.

for the negligent she>p of the fold than thay
nre dolng.
