And, should the patient be
careless in this respect, lat the relatives
call in the priests of the Church that
they may dispense the saving treasurcs
which the Lord hax committed to their
charge. Wa shall go unpunished if our
influence eoultt have saved a Christiun
from dying wiprepared and unrepentant
and we neglect to use that influence.

Might Prove Inoogvenlont.

Toroxto, April 20. —Mr. Whitney
moved the second reading of his bill to
amend the Ontario election act in the
local house to-day. The bill adds the
punishment of imprisonment to the tine
in cases of bribery and alsa provides that
the county attorney shall atiend at elec-
tion trinls and institute prosecutions
where necessary.

Hon. Mr. Mowat said the reason why
they objected to the bill was becaure
L they fenred the effect would be injurious
rather than beneticial. The difficulty lay
not in the punishment, but in the prov-
ing of these corrupt practices, The se-
verity of a punishnient, it was known,
very often prevented a couviction, and
what tliey teared was that toincreaso the
punishment they wouldsimply lessen the
chances of conviction.

Mr. Meredith said the Attorney-General
had signally failed in answering the argu-
ments addiced by the mover of the bill.
The difficulty was that the man who
ought to be reached was not the one
usunlly struck. The rich man, who
could pay a tine off hand and pay the
fines of the tools he cm{\]oyed for his
corrupt practices, made light of the law,
while the poor man, no less corrupt, per-
haps, driven to do the acts by his poverty,
unable to pay the fine was sent to jail,
If therc was a penalty of imprisonment
the rich aud the poor, the high and the
low, should be placed upon the same
plane, and, without hope of escape, they
would hesitate before the commission of
corrupt acts.

If the law  was 10
be made eitective the penalty of im-
prisonment must he imposed. In one
constitueney hie knew of and, no doubt,
others, the petition was entered and a
prominent resident, to use a common
term, made himself scarce.
