LETTERs patent have been issued increasing

the capital stock of the Lincoln Paper Mills
Company, limited, from 0125,000 to $200,000.

PAPER is now moulded into spokes for car-
riage and wagon wheels. It is claimed to be
both cheaper and better than wood for the
purpose.

MANITOBA has sent its first shipment of four
to Scotland. It was made by Messrs. Ogilvie
& Co., of Winnipeg, and was consigned to
Leitch & Co.

THE Rathbun Company has been awarded
the contract of furnishing about 200 telegraph
poles for the Amherst Island Telegraph Com-
pany.

A NUMBER of wholesale merchants, in differ-
ent branches of trade in St. John, (N.B.),
have agreed to close their places of business on
Saturdays at one o'clock.

Compared with Auguet, 1884, the Customs'
receipts at Moncton, including the output of
Shediac, showed a marked decline, being for
last month $18,976, and for August, 1884, no
less than $32,020.

AT St. Stephen, the value of importe of
merchandise during last month was $31,169,
as compared with 160,153 in the previous
August. The difference was largely in free
good, for the collections were greater this
year than last by $6,238 to 15,560.

TE Charlottetown city council has passed a
resolution ahthorizing the mayor to contract
with the Charlottetown Waterworks Company
for placing in that city and maintaining fifty
hydrants at a cost not exceeding $3,000 a
year.
