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f)That during the progress o:£ the work, and subsequent thereto, suchsoundings, gaugings and meterings shail be carried out by the UTnitedStates authorities as the Canadian authorities may require, and theGovernment o:f Canada kept informed of the resuits obtained. Author-ized Canadian Government representatives shail be free at ail timesto inspect the works.during progress, and to maie such check surveyswith soundmngs, metering and gaugings, in any part of the areaaffected by the project as miay be considered desirable at any time.
(g) That any machine, plant, vessel, barge or the operators or crewathereof, used on these works, shall fot be permitted to tie up, disehargeashes, fuel oil, waste oil, etc., i a manner prejudicial to the health,welI-being and activities of the owners and/or users of land or waterareas, or to commit any other nuisance in Canadian territory duringthe progress of, or subsequent to, the carrying out of these works. Theattention of the United States Governinent is also drawn to Section 33of the F'isheries Act of Canada and Section 40 of the Regulationsunder the Migratory Birds Convention Act which refer to the pollutionof waters with special reference to the effect upon fish and inigratory

birds.
(h) That the works carried out in Canadian territory shail be without

prejudice to the sovereign rights of Canada.
(i) That Canadian contractors shall be given an equal opportunlty withUnited States contractors to bid on any portion of the work pr'oposedfor accomplishment by contract; that, regardless of the nationality ofthe successful contractlng firni, Canadian and United States labourshall, to the extent available, be employed on such contracts inapproximately equal numnbers; that clearance o! United States woxrkersbe made through the Immigration Bran<ch of the Department ofCltizenship and Immigration and the National Employment Service ofCanada; and that wage rates and other working conditions shall be inaccordanoe with the Canadian Fair Wages and IHours 0f Labour Act.
