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Rule 61
Notification of the Demand and Elections

61.1 Notifications to the International Bureau, the Applicant, and the International
Preliminary Examining Authority

(a) The International Preliminary Examining Authority shall indicate on the
demand the date of receipt or, where applicable, the date referred to in
Rule 60.1(b). The International Preliminary Examining Authority shall promptly
send the demand to the International Bureau, and shall prepare and keep a copy in
its files.

(b) The International Preliminary Examining Authority shall promptly inform
the applicant in writing of the date of receipt of the demand. Where the demand
has been considered under Rules 54.4(a), 57.4(c), 58.2(c) or 60.1(c) as if it had not
been submitted or where an election has been considered under Rule 54.4(b) as if it
had not been made, the International Preliminary Examining Authority shall notify
the applicant and the International Bureau accordingly.

(c) The International Bureau shall promptly notify the International Prelimi-
nary Examining Authority and the applicant of the receipt, and the date of receipt,
of any later election. That date shall be the actual date of receipt by the Interna-
tional Bureau or, where applicable, the date referred to in Rule 60.2(b). Where the
later election has been considered under Rules 57.5(c) or 60.2(c) as if it had not
been submitted, the International Bureau shall notify the applicant accordingly.

61.2 Notifications to the Elected Offices

(a) The notification provided for in Article 31(7) shall be effected by the Inter-
national Bureau.

(b) The notification shall indicate the number and filing date of the interna-
tional application, the name of the applicant, the name of the receiving Office, the
filing date of the application whose priority is claimed (where priority is claimed),
the date of receipt by the International Preliminary Examining Authority of the de-
mand, and - in the case of later elections — the date of receipt by the International
Bureau of the later election.

(c) The notification shall be sent to the elected Office promptly after the expira-
tion of the 18th month from the priority date, or, if the international preliminary ex-
amination report is communicated earlier, then, at the same time as the communi-
cation of that report. Elections effected after such notification shall be notified
promptly after they have been effected.

61.3 Information for the Applicant
The International Bureau shall inform the applicant in writing that it has ef-

fected the notification referred to in Rule 61.2. At the same time, it shall indicate to

him, in respect of each elected State, any applicable time limit under Arti-
cle 39(1)(b).
