
PROTOCOL TO FURTHER EXTEND CERTAIN PROVISIONS 0F THE TRADE AGREE-
MENT EETWEEN THE GOVERMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVEIU(-
MENT 0F THE UNION 0F SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUDLICS. SIGNED AT
OTTAWA, FEBRUARY 29. 1956'".

In connection with the expiration of the Canadian-Soviet Trade Agree-
ment concluded in Ottawa on February 29, 1956 for a period of three year$
and extended by the Protocol of April 18, 1960(> to April 17, 1963, by the
Protocol of September 16, 196311) to April 17, 1966, by the Protocol of June 20,
1966('l to April 17, 1969 and by the Protocol of March 1, 197011) to April 17, 1972, s
the Government of Canada and the Government of the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics, desiring to expand and diversîfy further the trade
between the two countries on the basis of mutual advantage, have agreed as
follows:

1. The Trade Agreement between Canada and the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics of February 29, 1956 is hereby further extended,
with the exception of Article 9, for a period of four years fromn April
18, 1972.

2. Each of the two Governments looks forward to a further developmerlt
and diversification of their mutual trade and to this end undertakes tO
facilitate the exchange of goods between the two countries within the
scope of the laws and regulations in force in their respective
countries.

3. Each of the two Governments hereby affîrms that it will give sympa-
thetic consideration to any recommendations which the other Goveril
ment may make in respect to the implementation of this Protocol arid
of other matters affecting commercial relations between the t'W
countries.

4. It is understood that as a measure towards attaining the mutual trade
objectives of the two countries the competent authorities of the tw
governments will facilitate visîts for business purposes between the
two countries.

5. This Protocol shail be ratified by both Contracting Parties as soon 3
possible and shall enter into force provisionally on the date of i5
signature and definitively on the date of exchange of the Instruments
of Ratification which will take place in Ottawa. This Protocol shJ1
remain in force concurrently with the extended Soviet-Canadian
Trade Agreement as provided for in paragraph 1, above.
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
