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3. The United Nations recognizes the Union as the central 'agency r
sible for the collection, analysis, publication, standardization, improvemnex
dissemination of statistics within its special sphere, without prejudice
rights of the United Nations to concern itself with such statisties s-o far a
may be essential for its own purposes or f or the improvement of sta
throughout the world. Ail decisions as to the form in which its service doetu
are compiled rest with the Union.

4. In order to build up a central collection of statistical iniformati<
general use, it is agreed that data supplied to the Union for incorporation
basic statistioal series or special reports should sa f ar as practicable be
available to the United Nations upon request.

5. I[t is agreed that data supplied to the United Nations~ for incorpo
in its basic statistical series or special reports should so far as practieab
appropriate be mnade available to the Union upon request.

ARTICLE X

Admninistrative axnd Techniccd Services

1. The United Nationis and fie Union recognize the desirability,
intereRtta of the most efficient use of personnel and resources, of avoiding, ~
ever possible, the establishment of competitive or over-lappiDig servies
when neoessary to consuit thereon to achieve these ends.

2. Arragements shall be mnade between the UYnited Nations and the
in regard to the registration and cleposit of official documents.

ARTICLE, XI

I3udgetary and Financiai Arrangements

1. The budget or the proposed budget of the Union shall be transi
the United Nations at the sanie time as sueh bude is transmitted t
inembers of the UYnion and the General Assemhly may make recomined

2. The Union shall le entitled to send representatives to parficipatW
vote, ln the delibera.tions of the General Assenlbly or any commte
at ail tlines iwhen the budget of the Union is under e6nsideratioii.
