4.0 Criteria for Granting a Thrpui Use Exemption

A ThretUse Exemption LTQEj may b. granted to an Athiete
permitting the Use of a Prohibled Substance or Frohiblted Method An
application for a TUE will b. reviewed by a Tepu s
Exemption Counnittee <TUEC). The 3Tj1C will be appointed by an
Anti-Doping Organization.

4.1 A TUE will b. grantcd only in strict accordauvs with the. following

(a) The. Athiete would experience a significant ixnpairment te
healtb if the Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method were
te be withheld in the. course of treating an acute or chronic
medical condition.

(b) TheThra.ui Use of the Prohibfted Substance or
Prohibited Method would produce no addltlonal enhancement
of performance other tliax that which might b. anticipated by
a retumn to a state of normal health follow1ng the treatmnent of a
legitimate niedical condition. The. Use of any Prohibited
Substance or Prohlbited Method to ae "Iow-norma"

(c) There is noreasonable Threcatativ to theUse of

the otherwise Prohibk.d Substance or Prohbited Method.

(d) The. necessity for the Use oif theoteri. Prohibited

wholly or in partý of the. prior Use, without a TUE,~ of a
susace or niethod which was pro*iited at the. turne cf Use.
