Mr. Drury was a brigadier in WW II and Chief of the United
Nations Relief and Rehabilitation Agency (UNRRA) mission to
Poland from 1945 to 1947. He is currently Chairman of the
National Capital Commission. The delegation includes other
distinguished Canadians, most of whom are ex-servicemen.
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
