The certificates were
provided free of charge by one of the depart-
ment’s suppliers as samples of available
paper stock and designs. The purchase price
of the envelopes used for mailing the Certif-
icates was $11.69 including 12 per cent sales
tax. Cost of overprinting envelopes before
mailing amounted to $3.53.

3. The awards were based on assistance
rendered beyond the paid advertising for
promoting the program for the 1963 “Mail
Early” Campaign.
