GENERAL MOTORS-WHEEL DEFECT 1960-65 TRUCKS

Question No. 457-Mr. Mather:
Did General Motors Corporation of Canada notify the govern-

ment that the wheel structure of its three-quarter ton pickup
truck manufactured between 1960 and 1965 is "subject to sud-
den and catastrophic failure" and (a) if so, what action has
been taken (b) if not, is the government aware of the situation
in the United States, where the U.S. Government is suing Gen-
eral Motors for refusing to notify purchasers of the above-men-
tioned defect?

Mr. Gérard Duquet (Parliamentary Secretary to Minis-

ter of Transport): General Motors Corporation of Canada
has not notified the Government of a wheel defect on
pickup trucks manufactured during the period 1960 to
1965. The Ministry of Transport is aware of this situation
in the United States. The dispute involves vehicles manu-
factured prior to enactment of the 1966 United States
Motor Vehicle Safety Act and, as this litigation involves
a complex principle of law, the case could remain in the
Courts for some considerable period of time. The Cana-
dian Motor Vehicle Safety Act has not as yet been pro-
claimed. The proposed date for enforcement is January
1, 1971. The Canadian Act is not retroactive with respect
to either safety standards or defect notification.
