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Mr'. Macdonald (Rosedale): Yes, Sir, they will be public
hearings. I should indicate that it will stili be entirely
relevant to determine the appropriate level of reserves and
therefore the surplus available for export notwithstanding
the decision with regard to a multi-price system. There
may be a request fromn some of the parties involved for
perhaps a month's delay to prepare for hearings, but they
will be public.

Now, I will put my question to the Prime Minister.
When he told mne a couple of years ago that he would
eventually put the key on the joint, the CBC, is he now
prepared to finally do so on Ibis separatist, socialist joint,
the CBC?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Primne Minister): Mr.
Speaker, Ihe hon. member is no doubt aware of the fact
that I share the use of this key with all parliamentarians.
He knows also that a commiîtee of tbis House has had the
opportunity of reviewing this matter. I was not myself
