Mr. Dick: Mr. Speaker, I wouid rather not try to be
partisan in this matter or get kudos from the backbench-
ers. What I am trying to determine is whether the minister
can explain whether or not they have decided on a quota
system or whether they will rule out a quota system.

look at my speech. I have explained exactly how the
system will work. There wili be f uli co-operation by al
departments under the direction of the Treasury Board in
which the departments are invited to propose targets over
the next f ive years in terms of promotion of women. The
Treasury Board will review these targets with the depart-
ment every year, and we wiil try to ensure, as I said in the
speech, that ail interested and able women who want to be
promoted in the public service will be properly considered
and will have their chance to be promoted.
