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The Senate resumed.

A Message was brought from the House of Commons by their Clerk with 
a Bill (118), intituled: “An Act to amend The Canadian Wheat Board Act, 
1935,” to which they desire the concurrence of the Senate.

The said Bill was read the first time.
With leave of the Senate,
The said Bill was then read the second time, and—
Referred to the Standing Committee on Banking and Commerce.

The Senate adjourned until Monday, next, at three o’clock in the afternoon.
