TEMPORARY PLAN
OF LOCAL OPTION

Asquith Said to Have Dropped
“Home Rule Within
. Home Rule.”

LONDON, March 6.—It is. .under-
slood that at the meeting of the Brit-
ish. cabinet on Wednesday last the
plan, previously favored by Premier
Asquith and- Sir Edward Grey, ithe
foreign secretary, under which . the
province of ‘Ulstgr was to be offered a
gort of home Tule within home. rule,
was abandonad in favor of a tem-
porary scheme of local optiom. It is
now proposed, according to reports
from Government circles, to allow any
Irish county by a plebiscite to vate
itself out of the operatjon of the home
rule bill for a periad of three years.

The Irish Nationalists were reluct.
ant to acquiesce in the local option
plan, and they have only accepted it
subject to endorsement by their con-
vention which will be summomned  to
meet in Dublin after Premier Asquith
has made bhis announcement in the
house of commons on Monday, when
the bill comes up for second reading.

This power of a plébiscite by the
Irish counties will come into opera-
tion immediately after the bill is pass-
ed and befere the Dublin parliament
actually begins its work.

LIBERAL WILL JOIN

IN MARCONI INQUIRY
LONDON, March 6.—JT.ord Hals-
bury, the Earl of Lereburn, the Earl
of Desart, DBaron Charnwood and
Baron Sanderson, have been appoint-
ed members of the committee of the
house of lords to investigate the alle-
gations against Lord Murray of Eli-
Pank relating to his dealings in wire-
less shares. The announcemeni came

Miles B. Dawson Says Ontar-
io’s Bill for Workmen is
~ First on Continent.

“CURRENT -COST” BEST

New York Authority Sug-
- gests Way for Province to
Carry Qut Compensation,

Miles B. Dawson of New York, fore-
most authority on workmen’s- compen-
satlon on the continent, yesterday at
MecConkey's addressed the Toronto
Board of Trade and the Manufactur—
ers’ Association on the Workmen's
Coampensation Acf soon 19 be intro-
duced in the Ontario Legislature. Here
are some cf his opintons-on this ques-
tion:

He thought thq Ontario bill far in

advance of Now York State’s br any
of the otiler twenty states where it is
now in force.  Qur law would be one
of the best ¥n the world,

It was really a system of public re-
lief. Funds to conduct it should mot
be raised by levying a lump sum- as
capital, There should be no capital
aceount stored away at low interest
for, future use.

The funds should be raised by the
“current cost” system. BEach year
the tax should be for that year's la-
bilities alone. ' Thus the manufacturer
ould use his money and get higher in-
erest from it. ‘Also he would see it
to his interests to constantly try to
keep the copt down. Greater safety
would result.

There should be “uno cloice of in-
Lsurarice . companies.” The system
should be stdte operated,

Three :Suggestions.
His three suggestions to Ontario

were:

1. It should "be public, both in the
collection ‘of the tax and in its dis-
bursement.

2. It should be economically admin-
istered, that method of administra-
tion to be selected which would get
as many dollars as possible -of the
money contributed by the employers
and ultimately by thé consumers,

8. It should also be €conomical in the
sense that the community should not
be called upon to'pay -currently more
money than 4s necessary to .provide
the sums required to be, paid current-
ly in compens@tion, plus a reasonable
&ddltion as a erve agalnst’ fluctya-
A0n, \

Must Be Fair to All,

Before Mr. Dawson spoke, R, D, Fair-
‘bairn, president of the Manufacturefs'
Association, sald there was mo doubt
a mew Workmen's Compensation Act
was needed, and it should be one.of
fair treatment to the employer, yet af-
fard complete ©protection to the
worker. “I ‘would syggest
formulators of the act,” said Mr. Daw-
son, *“that it would not be wise to
have small industries conform: with
the act, but T would grant the. power
to the commigsion to form a class by
themselves of these’”” Mr. . Dawson
would put the adjustment of claims
in the hands of a commission. 2
.i. GCentral Agengy Cheapar.

“With -the view that certain indus-
tries should bo segregated, 1 take np
issue, for those big carporations can
be so treated—each big corporation
conducting its own insurance in brief,
but insurance of employes would be
paid by the commission and the ad-
Justing of all claims could be -more
economically and justly dealt -with “if
a central agency-—the commission—
were to handle it.

“I strongly recommend to you that
all employvers shall become part and
parcel of the act, with the exception
of permission to form groups of raijl-
way, telegraph and other companies.”

The New York. Act was, he said, in
its main featuyres inferior to the bill
to be considered in the Ontario house.
It is not a model law, but it was the
best we could put forward if we were
to have compensation of workmen at
all in the state. The act there was
far costlier than it should e, but they
believed that giving the relief to
workmen was paramount te cost. The
employers in New York State were
absolutely unorganiged, so that the
only bills brought up were made fa-
vorable to the insurance companies or
the labor organizations.

Crowds Out Agents.

Of manufacturers there was no or-
ganized representation. 'Thus the
agents. had absorbed 80 per cent, of
the money. “Under your bill the agent
is of no more use than the ambulance
chasing lawyer.” In Michigan State
88 per cent. of the funds of the bill
went 4o trust companies.

For Public Relief.
~ “Just the minute you can see this
i8 a system of public relief you will
find the capitalized system simply
absurd,” he said. This “current cost”
system was the only proper one.

“You can't encourage prevention in

any better way than by fastening the
eye of the people who can prevent
on the immediate benefit to them-
selves,” Mr. Dawson said in showing
how the %current cost” would be made
cheaper, as each year the employers
would- aim at hammering down the
accident rate and thus save themselves
money, He gquoted what prevention
has done in Germany to lower the
cost.
“Now, I think you #ll sece
at the dividing of the ways. If you
introduce the system of so-called
choice of companies you will intro-
duce all sorts of mischief; if you
choose the ‘capital’ plan you saddle
yourselves with a great cost,
