Ample Ground for Belief That Oil Output of Nuasber'of Compames

Mosa and Metcalfe Townships Will Ulti-
mately Equal That of Petrolea
and Oil Springs.

Glencoe, Ont., Aug. 14.—Today it is
self-evident that Canada needs petroleum,
America needs petroleum, the world
needs petroleum alike for war time and

the more peaceful endeavors. This need
is manifest in the rising cost of all
petroleum products, and the resuit has
b:en a great inpetus to ofl prospecting.
Al the present time America is drawing
on its stored surplus of petroleum and
petroleum products. :

Let us examine the conditions of our
Canadian supply. In 1916 Canada paid
bounty on 198,123 barrels of crude petro?
leum, valued at $392,284, which may be
tuken as the total production exclusive of
small amounts of light oil produced in
Alberta which is too low in specific
gravity to draw government bounty. Of
the oil on which bounty was paid New
Brunswick produced 1346 barrels and
Ontarfo 196,778 barrels. The value of
the total exports of petroleum and its
products amounted in 1916 to $73,771, and
of the total imports to $14,701,521,

The foregoing is copied from a signed
statement by Dr. M. Y. Willilams, the
famous ofl expert of the geological sur-
vey department of mines, Ottawa,

And from the annual report on the
mineral production of Canada we learn
‘that in 1916 the production of ecrude
petroleum was 6,934,288 imperial gallons,
whereas the imports Jf crude and refined
ofls amounted to 292,426,121 gallons, and
the “exports in comparison were quite
small. There was thus an ofl consump-
tion of almost 300,000,000 gallons, ' of
which less than 214 per cent. was from
Canddian oil fields. . o

Tn the United States and other large
ojl-producing countries the output is de-
clining, In fact, supplies are being
rapidly exhausted, and according to

« Frederick G, Clapp, geologist of New
York, ‘“we are now experiencing an added
danger in the fact that at a timé when
this decline is imminent the consumption
of gasoline, which is the most important
product of petroleum, has been greatly
:‘r;:g'ouin: and shows no signs of letting

Resources Little Touched.

In the development of her great na-
tural resources Canada has heretofore
been but lttle ahead of semi-civilized
countries. We lacked faith in nurselves
and have depended too much on others,
except in respect to the more primitive
industries, such as agriculture, Before
the war no one believed that we could
train soldiers able in. fair fighting to
overcome the pick of the German army,
and never imagined that war loans of
many hundreds of millions could be
raised in Canada. But witlghe war has
come greater self-reliance and initiative.
Metal mining, however, and oil produc-
tion are still far behind the absolute war-
rant of our matchlees resources,

The region from which we are now
uzrmn' has great promise as an ofl field,
Unfortunately at one stage in its history
Incompetence set the seal of condemna-
tion on this locality and stayed all ad-
vance for a whole generation, and yet
the geological features of these town-
#hips are identical with those in Ennis-
killen in the County of Lambton. ‘The
latter gave us Petrotea and one of the
great oil pools of the continent.

Petrolea is now in its 56th year; the
townships of Mosa and Metcalfe are in
their first, but there is already ample
ground for the belief that their ultimate
production will equal that of Petrolea and
©Ofl Springs., The formations in both dis-
dricts are the same, the oil is found at
the same horizon and under conditions

identical with those prevailing in the
older field.

Mosa is now producing at the rate of
from 20,000 to 25,000 barrels of oil per
year. The transformation is largely due
to the careful and scientific work of F.
J. Carman, general manager of the
Ontario Petroleum Company, This com-
pany has already taken $60,000 from one
of its six producing wells.

Advance In Sclence.

Oil has a geology to mome extent its
own and the advance in this science en-
ables the prospector to avail himself of
the experience ?‘nd knowledge of others
gained during the past fifty years, With
reasonable care and study, it is now
practically possible to avoid losses and
mistakes, or at least to reduce them to
absolute minimums. \

1, It is now established that commercial
ofl and gas deposits occur in.the higher
parts of folds or wrinkles of the earth’s
surface, called anticlines, domes, mono-
clines, ete.

2, Water is always found in the same
stratum as the oil, but in the lower part
of the fold.

3. All commercial deposits so far de-
veloped on this continent have occurred
in sedimentary or water lald deposits,
such as sands, sandstones, conglomer-
ates, shales and limestones.

4, All oil and gas deposits so far as
known are capped or covered by prac-
tically impe us beds of shale, sand-
stone or limestone, and such deposits
are also underlaid by impervious beds.

In the absence of this condition the
oil would probably escape as vapor. In
what are considered the most favorable
pertions of Mosa and Metcalfe, there
are no cappings of shale. The lid or
cover of the reservoir is formed by
soapstone, of the Hamilton beds. This
formation is sofi and close grdined and
effectually seals up and prevents egress
of the oil from its chamber. The oll
itself is found in the Onondaga or cor-
niferous limestone immediately below the
soapstone.

The whole strata belong to the Devon-
jan perjod and are comparatively re-
cent 1in geological time. Consequently
they lie close to the surface. Tho other
formations at much greater depth have
yielded oil in western Ontario, the pro-
ductive horizon in Mosa and Metcalfe
has a maximum depth of 500 feet from
the surface.

The organic theory as to the origin
of ofl and gas has by far the most sup-
port from scientific men. This theory
assumes that living organisms, such as
bacteria, decomposing vegetation or ani-
mal matter supplied the oll.

: Dr. Willlams’ Views,

Dr. Willlams is  now geologizing in
Mosa and Metcalfe and the results of
his investigation will make more cer-
tain the search for petroleum and na-
tural gas. We quote ‘again from an
article prepared by this eminent auth-

rity:

“In the light of recent oil discoveries
in southwestern Ontario and in view of
the fact that considerable areas of pro-
mising country have been lost sight of
by being placed in the category of
country already drilled, it seems proba-
ble that new oil pools will be found in
the Onondaga (Corniferous) Ilimestone.
The Guelph formation is only gurually
explored and it is possible that by mak-
ing use of the present knowledge of the
structure of the Onondaga, new pools
will be found in the Guelph beneath
Onondaga domes, Hopes are entertained
that the Trenton formation, in spite of
its apparent lack of water and varying
porosity, may still be successfully de-
veloped,” N 8, R. Clarke.

T0 PLACE CHINA
UPON GOLD BASIS

Presidential Mandate Has
Been Issued Establishing a

Currency Bureau.

London, Aug. 14—A presidential
wandate was issued on Aug. 10 in
Jeking, says a Times despatch from
the Chinese capital, establishing a
currency bureany and authorizing the
issuance of gold currency notes. It is
announced that this is done “in the
view of facilitating international trade

and preparing for the adoption of a
currency system on a gold basis.”

The regulations prescribed by the
mandate are designed to prepare the
way for the consummation of a Japan-
ese loan of 80,000,000 yen gold notes,
which will be retained in Japan as a
reserve for the issue in China of 240,-
000,000 'yen in gold notes, These will
he convertible when coins are minted
on a gold basis. v

DROP IN MOLYBDENITE,

According to New York reports, molyb-
denite is now selling at around $1 a
pound. A few weeks ago the price was
$1.25, and a year or so ago over $2 a
pound,

The New York quotations are mot al-
ways correct. The molybdenite produc-
ers, at least the larger producers, gener-
ally operate under contracts. The con-
tracts of Canadian companies are under-
stood to be at a much higher price than
$1 a pound.—Northern Miner.

Glencoe, Aug. 314.—Petraleum is the
source of the greatest fortune ever
won by any man inh any age. And the
stupendous achievement of John D.
hockefeller was not . solely the re-
s11lt of business ability or the manipu-~
Iation of prices or the suppression of
rivals or rebates in railway rates. The
vory foundation * of his phenoménal’
success was the great and growing in-
dustry of ofl production. Rockefeller
reached the head of his class of muiti-
niillionaires at a time when petrologi-
cal science was in its infancy; when
the demand for oll was limited and
price saway beélow those now prevail-
ing. Rockefeller had to struggle, had
to travel devious byways for a market;
now the whole civii®zed world is cry-
ing out for petroleum, and the ques-
tion on every lip is where can we get
the needful ofl for grimm visaged war
and peaceful industry. The oppor-
tunity is greater now than it has ever
been in human history.

Even apart from the titanic struggle,
which is happily approaching a
triumphant end, the consumption ' of
powroleum from which gasoline is de-
rived is mounting by leaps and
bounds, Between 1910 and 1916 the
number of automobiles in the United
fitates increased by 2,350,000, and dur-
ing the same period the consumption
;)t gasoline increased 1,000,000,000 gal-
ons.

The latest available figures ‘show
that from 56 to 60 per cent. of the total
gacoline production in the TUnited
Stotes is used in automobiles. In 1916
the sales of gasoline were 28,000,000
barrels in excess of those in 1910, and
bear in mind that this constantly in-
creasing consumption is treading on
the heels of a rapidly diminishing
production in nearly all known -oil
fields The percentages of decrease
are available, but they need not be
quoted here. Suffice it tc say that in
the United States an organization
uider government auspices has been
puggested for the prosecution of a
thoroly efficient search for petroleum
in all the countries of the world, The
subject is very fully dealt with by
Frederick G. Clapp, a noted oil expert,
in The Engineering and Mining Jour-
nal of New York on Aug. 4, 1917, Mr.
Clapp has been for several years act-
ing as the’ petroleum goologist of the
United States Government.

Fields Near Glencoe.

1t is now proved that the Townships
of Mosa and Metcalfe, near Glencoe,
in the County of Middlesex, western
Ontario, have great promise as oil
fields. This conclusinn is not voiced
Ly your correspondent alone. It is
more solidly based on records in
government blue hooks, on logs from
producing wells and by the stead:
progress of the field.

'fhe ofl-bearing formations in this
vicinity are the same as at Petrolea,

in the adjoining County of Lambton,
20 miles to the west. [Petrolea had a
great oil pool. It has been producing
constantly since 1862, and its total out-
pit is estimated at 250,000 barrels.
When the first wells were drilled ade-
quate provision had not been e to
save the oil, ‘The rush of the valuable
fiuld was so unexpectadly great that
5 000,000 barrels escaped and covered
the surface of Black Creek for its en-
tire length of 25 miles. The layer of
oil was six inches deep. Later it spread
over Lake St. Clair, then passed down
the Deroit River, and ultimately form-
ed a heavy film over the broad sur-
face of Lake Erie.

There are now three companies pro-
ducing ofl in the new field at Glen-
coe, There are quite a number
of syndicates and individuals drilling
and making preparation for opening
Lp wells, Oil men have arrived here
from Pennsylvania, Ohio, Michigan,
Texas and California. BEven sleepy
oM Toronto is waking up and squint-
{2g in the direction of this new source
of wealth,

Spectacular Progress.

The pioneer in the development of
Mosa and Metcalfe is ¥. J. Carman,
genera] manager of the Ontario Pe-
troleum Company. One of his twenty
wells has already yielded 20,000 bar-
rels of oil. He has made a thoro
study of the district and of the in-
dustry, and has been strikingly sdc-
cessful, but perhaps the most spec-
tacular progress is that of the Rock-
wood Oil and Gas Company of which
H. . Slater is president and general
manager. He also is a practical ofl
operator—he purchased 100 acres in
Mosa on the first of June last. -He
has now six wells in operation and has
shipped $12,600 worth of oil. He looks
for at least twenty wells and a much
jarger output before the end of the
year. The notable feature here is that
every one of the six holes put down
struck oil. This convincingly testi-
fies to the merits of the field.

The Mosa Ofl Syndicate have nine
producing wells but they are not push-
ing production—their shipments aver-
aging about 100 barrels per day.

The Detroit Glencoe ©Oil Co. 1is
making shipments.

The Midland Oi1 Co. has struck gas
and oil on lots one and two in ‘the
fourth and fifth concessions of Met-
calfe. This points to an enlargement
of the petroliferous area as this 400
acres is two miles north from the
principal anticline in this township.

Millionaire Shipley of Philadelphia
has brought in three producing wells,

Chalmers & Oakley, the Rockwood
interests, and Kiely, Smith and Co.
are al| drillisg. The Allles Ofl and
Gas Syndicate and the Glenwillow
Oil Syndicate are preparing for ac-
tive operations.

Headway on Merits.

The story of the field is one of
daily progress and of daily increase
in production. It is making headway
strictly on its merits and many shrewd
observers think that we have seen
only the beginning. In fact this must
be so. Inadequate appreciation is the
constant lot of new fields, but not-
withstanding the many men from Mis-

souri it ie belleved the output from .

Glencoe will soon be ‘equal to that of
Petrolea in the sixties. - This will
mean many large fortunes in a very
short time. Earnings of $12,600 in 60
days or thereabouts from the day of
arrival on the ground shows very
plainly that boring for oil
long drawn out, lifeless, uncertain,
low-profit venture. On the contrary
it i an industry in which profits can
be quickly and certainly realized.

Ontario has had nothing like thgl
golden opportunity since Cobalt’s
early days. Those who invested in the
silver properties at the beginning got
enormous returns. Those who hesi-
tated, vacillated and waited until
dividends came secured only a nor-
mal profit.

Costs Very Low.

At Glencoe producers are now paid
$3.10 per barrel net, fo.b, that is
clear of all costs for pumping and
piping the oil to the tank cars. A well
can be drilled and placed in commis-
sion for less than $1,000, and after
ofl is struck costs are practically neg-
ligible. . At Bothwell, 12 miles south-
west from Glencoe, four men consti-
tute the entire working force of for-
ty-eight wells. One begins to think
that Millionaire Rockefeller has a
wise old head.

And speeding up production is often
made imperative in the oil fields, oth-
erwise an enterprising neighbor may
drain a pool which extends over on
your lot. In such case what is de-
scribed as an “offset well” must be
put down on one’s own ground. Then
if you can pump faster than your

neighbor the bulk of oil will find its

way into your tanks and ultimataly
it will swell your bank account.

It is an extra-exeiting game and
under the pressure of constantly in-
creasing activity stocks generally keep
climbing to undreamed of heights.
But the wise investor begins. at the
beginning and then cashes in when
it gets to fever. heat.

It is now thought that a great out-
put of ofl will soon be coming from
this district, and the importance of
the field will increase as the pending
developments are prosecuted to full
fruition. :

GOLD MINING RANKS
AS REAL ESSENTIAL

Priorities Board's Resolution
Read Before Mining Men's

Convention.

Hamilton B. Wills yesterday receiv-
ed a wire from Reno, Nevdda, con-
veying the first - definite statement
from “he TUnited: States Priorities

Board, classifying gold mining as an
essential industry., The resolutions
committee of the American gold con-
ference, now in convention at Reno,
has been notified by Edwin B. Parker,
priorities commissioner, that the fol-
jowing resolution was adopted by the
priorities board:

“It has been resolved by the prio-
rities board that gold mining is an es-
sential war industry and the powers
0! this board be so exercised as to
accord to such industry preferential
treatment in the supply, not only of
tools, machinery and equipment, but
in the transportation wervice, fuel and
labor supply.”

The resolutions -presented to the
conference yesterday calling for a
government bonus for gold produc-
tion will be taken up and discussed
today by the conference.

MINING CORPORATION’S
BIG DIP UNWARRANTED

Intrinsic Value of Stock, Figured Con-
servatively, is $2.70.

The Northern Miner, discussing the out-
look for Mining Corporation shares, says:

Mining Corporation has already takeu
out this year about all the ore reserves
shown in the last-report. It has yet to
run thru considerable milling rock and
also about a half-million tons of old tails
in Cobalt Lake, which should net the
company a considerable profit. The mill
has_been enlarged and should be started
on the tails within a few weeks. 'I'he
Mining Corporation has thrown up. its
option on a property in Rickard Town-
ship, but that is not quite sufficlent to
cause the rapid decline that has taxken
place in the last few weeks.
