i THE HOLY COMMUNION,

' The “session opened with the Holy
Communion administered by the Lord
Bishop of Toronto, assisted by the
Rev. F. H. Du Vernet, B.D,, president
of the Alumni Association. The Bish-
op gave a very helpful address upon
the work of the ministry, with special
bearing upon the’ privileges, trials and
duties of the clergyman’s life, taking
his text 2 Timothy ii, 24-25. “And the
servant of the Lord must not strive;
but  be gentle unto all men, apt to
teach, patient, in meekness instructing
those that oppose themselves.” To
the pastoral epistle we naturally look
for inspired directions for those in
Holy orders. Though the caution in
the text may be given to all Christians,
it has a special reference to the Chris-
tian minister. He is with extended
opportunities and immeasurably’ en-
hanced responsibilities the servant of
Christ. We cannot cherish too con-
stant a remembrance of this aspect of
our calling, Bucer says: De nomine
observandum vocari ministerjum non
magisterium.” This aspect of our of-
fice sets the note of our behavior in
it. St Paul on it bases his injunction,
“The servant of God must not strive.”
This is not a mere assertion, but an
argument, for as Estius says: ‘“The
assumption tacitly includes its own
proof; in this way the servant is bound
to imitate his master,” and of Him
whom we are called to follow God’s
servant whom He has chosen, His be-

)
(It was predicted as a feature of His
ministry to men. ‘“He shall not strive
nor cry.” The strife which St. Paul
deprecates is gendered by entertaining
foolish and undisciplined questions.
These are to be avoided. To-day the
Christian minister is often confronted
with the vain ang-=frfvolous questions
which, though not of essential .conse-
quence to the truth, are made of su-
preme importance and become the oc-
casion of wordy dispute and angry
contentions, destroying Christian
peace, Such questions for the most
part are the outcome of the divisions
into which the Christian world is rent.
‘When  the Reformation liberated hu-
man thought, placed the Bible in the
hands of the people and established the
right of private judgment, there com-
menced the springing up of sects. It
was the natural reaction from the
bonds of ecclesiastical tyranny. When
they were taken off, the new liberty,
with many ill-balanced minds, ran riot
into license. Religious speculation
only too readily took hold on eager
minds emancipated from a blind super-
stition, and an awakened
earnestness when it took the form of a
zeal, not according to knowledge, hur-
ried men on into all kinds of extrava-
gances of opinion. Thus we are sur-

rounded by professed Christiansg of al- }

most countless names, divided on some
minor, non-essential opinion. A clergy-
man’s temptation is to throw himself
into such strife if it exists in his par-
ish. He thus takes a side and stirs
up strife. But he i not to be passive.
He must be “apt to teach.” Here is
the duty and strength of the Christian
minister. He must teach positive
truth, both in his pulpit. and in his
pastoral visits. There are always those
who oppose the clergyman’s presen-
tation of truth in denunciation of cur-
rent evil. To acts of undeserved and
personal unkindness be patient, endure
the evil, bear the wrong. In all things
let it be our alm not to be mere
pleasers, but to approve ourselves to
Him whom we serve as our Master.

The first speaker was the Lord
Bishop of Toronto, and official visitor
of the college. e said it was an
occasion for congratulations and . he
was in a congratulatory mood. The
college was called into existence -fo
fill a long felt want in the Church of
England in Canada, and right well
had it fulfilled its mission, as was
proved by God’s seal of approval of
its success. It had made for peace
instead of a division as some had
feared. Coming to the staff of the
college he said it was of the hest
order for zeal and personal .
In his diocese he had thirty-one grad-
uates of Wiyecliffe, whose work met
with his hearty approval. They were
édarnest, steadfast workers in the cause
of truth. *“ The great cause of con-
gratulation,’”” he said, “was the mis-
sionary spirit that pervaded the col-
lege. It had the distinction of sending
out the first missionary in foreign
lands.” A living Church must be a
missionary Church, and Wycliffe was
that., In the voluntary preliminary
examinations Wyecliffe had always
more than held its own.

REV, JOHN DE SAYRES,

The chairman then called upon the
Rev. John de Sayres; M.A., late lec-
turer of the University of Cambridge.
He took for his subject: “ The Ideal
of the Christian Scholar as exempli-
fied in the life of the late Prof. Hart
of Cambridge.” This was one of the
most masterly and eloquent addresses
ever heard in the college, and long
will the fire and zeal of the speaker
be remembered after his words have
passed out of recollection. Passing in
review the life of Prof. Hart, Mr. De
Sayres said he was his friend and
teacher, and had known him intim-
ately for a numbeF :of . years. His

As a student
he showed himself a sound, wide and
thorough rather than. a Dbrilliant
scholar.

The eloquent speaker then referred
in terms of high praise to his ideal's
scholarly attainments. They were wide
| and thorough. After spending 11 years
!at Cambridge he went to St. Hippo-
lyte’s, where he remained 15 years.
In 1872 he was called as theologlcal
lecturer by Emanuel College, and in
a short time was  elected Hulsian
professor of divinity of Cambridge.

The reverend gentleman then went
on to delineate his ideal of a Chris-
tian scholar, * He 4s not a mere ad-
vocate holding a brief for grthodoxy
of whatevér Bort; he has the perfect
assurance that God’s truth fears no
honest investigation if it be completely
| scientific; he also has the zeal to con-
duct such investigations.”
_Concluding, Mr. De Sayres gave
some hints to country parsons how
to be scholarly. With a burst of elo-
quence he said: “ Beware the man of
one book; be broad and open-minded;
master the masterpieces of English
theology¥ and English literature angd
you shall have joined the true method
to a true scholar.””

The Rev., E. J. Etherington, rector
of Trinity Church, Quebec, spoke of
the love that students of Wycliffe
bore to their Alma Mater and of the
advantages of social attrition within
her halls.

Principal Sheragton was the last
speaker, and dwelt at some length on
the work of the -college.

The speeches ended, all present re-
paired to the basement, where an ex-
cellent bill of fare had. been provided,
and to the halls, which the sweet
strains of orchestral music flooded.

THEY STAYED UP ALL NIGHT

——

In Order to Get a Good Place to View
the Procession. .

The Imperial Visitors Were Met by Presi-
dent Faure—Continuous Roars of Cheers
as the Party Passed Along~The Czar
and Czaring Went to the Russian
Charch, Where a Te Deum. Was Somng
and Afterwards Visited President
Faure at the Elysee P‘laee-

Paris, Oct. 6.—The weather was clear
end sunny this morning, and the
streets were literally jammed with
people, many of whom had remained in
their places all night in order that they
might have an opportunity of getting
a glimpse of the Czar and Czarina as
the Imperial visitors passed through
the streets on their way to the Rus-
sian Embassy.. The entire route from
the special station at Passy-Ranelagh
to the Russian Embassy was packed
with people long before 8 o’clock. The
route across the Bois de Boulogne,
through the avenue De Bois. de Bou-
logne, Place D" L’Etoile, Avenue Des
Champs Elysees, Place de La Con-
corde, across the bridge down the
Boulevard St. Germain and Rue St
Simon to the Russian Embassy in Rue
de Grenelle, was all decorated with
magnificent and tasteful arches and

pillars, French and Russian colors and
brilliant paper flowers, the latter tied
to the trees, were everywhere to be
seen. The entire route was lined with
troops, and by 8 o’clock the brilliancy
of the scene and the size of the crowds
had never been equalled in Paris.

PRESIDENT FAURE ON HAND,

At 8 o'clock President Faure, in a
special train, arrived at Versailles,
where he met the Czar and Czarina.
The ial train conveying the Russian
visitors arrived at 8.43 o’clock. _The
Czar and Czarina, after being greeted
by President Faure, entered the lat-
Hter’'s train, which at 9.30 o’clock pro-
ceeded for Paris,

The special train with the Czar and
Czarina and President Faure arrived
here at 10 o’clock, and the party were
enthusiastically cheered by the crowd
of people packing every available
space, 20,000 people being in the Bois
de Boulogne all night in order that
they might get places in the front of
the crowds. Imperial visitors entered
the reception tent, outside of which a
gala carriage with four horses, at-
tended by postilions, awaited them.
The reception over, the Czar and Czar-
ina and President Faure entered the
carriag¥, the President occupying the
front seat, with his back to the horses.
The vagjous officials, members of the
Czar’s suite and others formed in pro-
cession behind the, cortege, proceeded
at a walking pace to traverse the
streets to the Russian Embassy.

THEIR DRESS.

The Czarina wore a white satin dress
with a cape and a small bonnet. The
Czar was attired in a military unifofm.
Their Majesties followed President
Faure to the state carriage, ‘M, Faure
wore the sash of the Legion of Honor.
The bands played the Russian nation-
al hymn as the procession started. The
procession was headed by a body of
Arab chiefs and a double line of sol-
diers, Zouaves and Tonquinez troops.
Members of every French, regiment
were included in the! troops
that lined the route and hedged
tl:e crowds in. ‘When .the
Czar stepped into the carriage there

Later their Majes-
ties were driven to the palace of the
Elysee, where they: visited President
Faure. The routes to the church and
to the palace were lined with people,
who gave a respectful but intensely
enthusiastic ovation to the nation’s
guests. President Faure gave a re-
‘ception in their honor at the palace
and the Czar later gave a reception
!at the Russian Embassy, where Pre-
| sident Faure returned the visit of the
{ Czar and Czarina. The Czarina, In
| Tesponse to the cheers of the multi-
| tude along the route from the Em-
| bassy to the palace, bowed gracefully
at intervals, and the Czar was kept
constantly busy returning salutations.
The Czar and Czarina were enter-
tained by President Faure at a ban-
| quet at the palace of the Elysee this
evening. Their Imperial Majesties
afterwards attended a gala theatrical
performance. The entire program of
the day was carried out successfully.

NATIONAL B.B. LEAGUE.

New York, Oct. 6.—After a prolonged ses-

sion the National Board of Xrbltmgtlon of

the National League concluded their busi-

ness at the Fifth-avenue Hotel to-night

and adjourned until Nov. 12, when the

%(l)llizd‘gnd league meetings will be held in
0ngo. .

With the exception of one other matter
regarding the numerical representation on
the board, the whole of the session was
devoted to the troubles of the Western
League with the Minneapolis and Indian-
apolis clubs. The appeal of these two
clubs for release from the Western League
and their charges against that assoclation
were productive of lengthy arguments. The
board finally decided that it had no juris-
diction to comrel the Western League to
release the petitioning clubs, but promptly
amended the national agreement. so as to
give it power in the future to consider and
pass judgment In such cases. While the
amendment is not retroactive, it is in fact
a warning to the Western League to come
to an agreement with the Indianapolis and
Minneapolis ciubs.

An important change was made in the
number of members constituting the Na-
tional Board. The board consisted of five,
but the last vacancy has never been filled,
and it was decided to reduce the number
to four. The election will take place at
the next meeting, when it is probable that
the present members will be re-elected.

Mr. Woodyat, iron manufacturer of
Guelph, was in the city to-day and
saw some of the Ministers on the
subject of suggested changes in the
tariff.
