Richard Henn Collins, Baron Her-
schell’'s colleague, who is a Justice of
the High Court of England, was born
in 1842. He was called to the bar in
1867 and was created Queen’s Counsél
in 1883. He enjoyed a large practice,
both as a junior and as Queen’s Coun-
sel. In April, 1891, he was elevated to
the bench in succession to the late
Justice Stephenson, who had then re-
cently retired. He is joint author of
“Smith’s Leading Cases.”
