Sanitary Considerations Demand the
Destruction of Dead Bodies
by Fire.

ON SUNDAY 107 CORPSES BURNED

The Fire Department is Crippled
and the Board of Health
is Heavily Taxed,

Galveston, Texas, Bept. 17.—The ninth
day after the storm and still the gruesome
work goes on of recovering the dead from
the gigantic mass of debris that lines the
south side of what remains of the city.

Yesterday 107 bodles were recovered and
cremated. Among them was a mother with
sucking babe tightly clasped to ner
breast. The body of Major W. T. Levy,
U.8. Bmigrant Inspector of this distriat,
was among the number. He made a strug-
gle to save his wife and three children. All
Were lost. The bodies of the wife and

It Is estimated that 8000 people have left
Galveston. Others have gone into the in-
terior or to other States. The number comn-
Ing up on the first train to-day showed no
falling off.

Governor Sayers has taken charge of the
relief work here, as well as at other points,
and money is being given out where needed
more than provisions and clothing.

The total number of people fed here Mat-
urday was 16,144 persons.

Both Were Bank Employes,

Officials of the bank believe that the
friend referred to in the letter is Wiiiam B.
Dunton. Dunton and Forbes were both em-
ployed by the Union National Bank, twhich
recently was consolidated with the First
National.

Where is Dunton ?

Forbes’ sole crime, th@ bank officlals be-
lieve, was in covering up the accounts of
the “‘friend” to whom he refers In his let-
ter. Search is being made for Dunton.
