be held in TorontoTheFROM CHICAGO TO HAMBURG.

During the past year or two numerous 
transportation schemes for utilizing the 
deepened St. Lawrence route have been 
mentioned in the press, but most of them 
have failed of realization. One genuine 
project, however, is maturing,and we shall 
see lt put into execution on the opening of 
navigation. We refer to the organization 
of 'a company in Chicago to establish a 
thru steamship service from that city to 
Europe, via the St. Lawrence. Four ves­
sels will form the line. They are all to be 
new and made to conform to the dimen­
sions of the St. Lawrence Canal locks. 
Three of the ships are lu the water, and 
the fourth is to be launched the begin­
ning of next month. The vessels have 'al­
ready been named, and are to be known 
as the Northwestern, Northman, North- 
town and Northeastern. The Northwest­
ern will leave Chicago harbor on April 24, 
for Hamburg, with a cargo of boxed meats, 
Fagrlcultural implements, lumber, iron and 
et eel manufactured into various shapes 
and some copper matte. The ships will 
not attempt to handle fresh meats, but 
bacon and hams will be taken, and espec­
ial provision for their preservation is to 
be m*ade. Special advantages In the trans­
portation of glucose are expected to be 
found in the new ships. Those products 
are carried in hogsheads, barrels, tubs or 
other wooden receptacles. If they ar« 
sent to the seaboard by rail they are han­
dled twice before starting across the At­
lantic Oce'an. As they arc not handled 
gently, the leakage end breakage often 
entails a loss equal to the cost of trans­
portation of the whole cargo. By the 
thru steamships this lose will be avoided: 
The outcome of the venture will be await­
ed with Interest by *all the cities on the 
great lakes. Chicago is one of the most
