Many Lodgers Jumped to the Street 
and Had Miraculous Escape» 

t From Destruction.

Butte, Montana, July 2.—Two dead, two 
severely if not fatally Injured, and a score 
more or lees hurt, is the result of a fire 
which broke ont at the Pullman Lodging 
House, 114 Weft Mercury-street, at 2 
o’clock this morning.

The dead are : Samuel Mix, waiter, 
Missoula, Montana, and Ole Berg, carpen­
ter, Butte.

Severely injured : Nell Ryan, better 
known as “Australian Ryan,” a pugilist, 
well-known throeut the Northwest, jump­
ed from a third storey window, seriously 
Injured about head and legs. — Camp, 
jumped from third storey window, intern­
ally injured and cut about head.

A number of men were experimenting 
with a gasoline lamp In a saloon on the 
lower floor of the lodging house, when the 
lamp exploded, scattering flames in all 
directions.

The lodging house contained about a 
hundred guests, none of whom were able 
to save anything except what they wore. 
Most of them escaped by jumping from the 
first and third storey windows, and it is 
miraculous that more were not killed. A 
number were carried out unconscious by 
the firemen, but so far as known all will 
recover.

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Squatter On Park Property in the

MAY CLAIM FOR FALSE ARREST.

Blood-Carnwall Indian Predicts 
•bed It the Authorities Persist

in Their Eviction Campaign.

Cornwall, July 2.—Jake Skin, the Indian, 
who has for several months defied the
efforts of the authorities to remove him 
from Colquhoun’s Island, in the St Law­
rence River, has been arrested and locked 
up in jail here. J. D. McLean of the In­
dian Department, Ottawa, has been 
trying to effect the abdication of 
from his unlawful preserves, but the In­
dian fancied himself and his tribe immune 
from disturbance, owing to the long In­
action of the authorities, and refused to 
budge.

Last Thursday Chief Cameron visited the 
troublesome redskin, and, armed with the 
necessary documents, ordered him to va­
cate the island at once. Skin asked for 
further time, and promised to leave by 
Monday next if the authorities would give 
him till that date. Chief Cameron with­
drew, and a council of war was held on 
Colquhoun’s Island, when it was decided 
that Jakç was not to voluntarily give up 
the island, but should resist eviction, even 
if arrested, and then take proceedings to 
regain the property.

According to the program, Chief Cam- 
visited the island Thursday, and on 

being informed by Skin that he had no 
idea of quitting the island the Chief placed 
him under arrest, which the Indian quiet­
ly submitted to. Mrs. Skin asked leave to 
accompany, her husband to jail, and the 
two were rowed across to Cornwall.

The news of the arrest of Skin spread 
like wildfire, and a number of the tribe 
sought legal advice ln Cornwall, 
pears that the warrant calls for 
moval of Skin from the island, and not 
his arrest, and the Indians think they have 
grounds for action against the authorities 
for the false arrest of Skin. Skin was 
liberated in the evening.

Mitchell Benedict, one of the most out­
spoken of the Indians on Cornwall Island, 
has stated that they will hold the disputed 
island at all costs, and, if necessary, blood­
shed will follow.

BUFFALO BANK FAILS.
The Niagara Bank; Topples Down, 

Consequent on the Closing of 
the City National.

Buffalo, N. Y., July 3.-The Niagara 
Bank, a State institution, has closed its 
doors.

The following notice has been posted on 
the doors : l4I have closed and taken pos­
session of this bank. (Signed) F. D. Kil- 
burn, Superintendent of Banks.”

The Bank Superintendent was seen !n 
the Niagara Bank and asked why the 
bank was closed. He said : “I have 
closed this bank because I think it in­
solvent. The main reason for the failure 
is the failure of the City National Bank. 
This bank Is involved In that to an ex­
tent not yet to be announced, but I do 
not deem it safe to permit this one to 
continue business any longer. As to 
whether this bank has been in trouble 
heretofore I have nothing to say.”

The Niagara Bank was organized Sept. 
15, 1891. It had a capital of $100,000; 
surplus, $10,500. The officers are : Presi­
dent, P. H. Griffin; vice-president, M. M. 
Drake: cashier, William T. Hayes; assist­
ant cashier, Edwin T. Voltz.

Chairman of the Clearing House Com­
mittee, S. M. Clement, said this morn­
ing : “It should be distinctly understood 
that the closing of the Niagara Bank to­
day has been brought about solely by rea­
son of Its close connection with the City 
National Bank, Its president having been 
vice-president of the City National Bank, 
and that no other bank here is ln any 
way affected. At the meeting of the Clear­
ing House Committee yesterday, at the 
close of yesterday’s business, the Niagara 
Bank was the only bank that applied 
for any assistance, and arrangements were 
made to give the assistance asked for, 
pending the report this morning by the 
banking department as to the solvency 
of the bank. Mr. Kilburn, the Superin­
tendent of Banks, on his arrival in town 
this morning became satisfied that the 
bank could not get thru with the as­
sistance asked for, and accordingly direct­
ed that the bank be closed in order to 
best protect all interested.”
