FIXED STEEPLECHASE RACES.

Association Stewards Have Evidence
and Bunch May Be Ruled on,

—_—

New York, July 200—One of_the greatest
turf scandals ever brought to fight is be-
ing investigated by: the stewards of the
I\i'atlonal Hunt and Steeplechase Asoscia-
tion,

These gentlemen have secured evidence
that owners, Jockeys and bookmakers have
been fleecing  the public by fixing steeple-
chase races. Horses that on form should
win easily have been run handicapped with
heavy bar plates, and the thousands bet
by the public on their chances bave been
split up between owner, rider and *hoox-
maker.

While some of the races over the jumps
have been honestly contested and won by
the best horses, the majority of these races
have been prearranged. .
lave bheen prearranged.

A clique of jockeys, with the knowpledge
of some horse-owners, decided on the win-
ners before the races wora run, posted
their bookmaker partners and then rode
over the course.

Fixing the races in this manner worked
two ways. The wise bookmaker laid top
price against the horses that were to lose,
thus taking thousands of dollars from the
public. Usually it was arranged to have a
fair-priced horse win, and on this starter
the clique bet all the money they could get
on with bookmakers ignorant of what was
going on.

The stewards have collected the betting
sheets from a number of big bookmakers,
and it is sald they have secured evidence
from those which will result in the ruling
off of a lot of prominent jockeys, the bar-
ring of some owners and the banishment
of some nationally-known members of the
high-stool brigade.

Many owners, trainers and riders con-
cerned with !:'teeple(-haslnx are being ex-
amined by the stewards. It Is charged
several riders and owmners met in caucus |
at a Coney Isiand resort and nominated th,
winners the night before the races.

Polo and Spurs.

New York, July 20.—It {s barely possible
that the Polo Association may be led at an
early date to take some officlal action re-
garding the using of spurs on polo ponies.

The arrest of Daniel Chauncey, jr., at
the Rockaway Hunting Club, and his sub-
sequent fine of $10, have brought the sub-
Ject prominently in front in polo ranks, and
whatever the polo players themselves think
of it, there Is no depnying the fact\ that
serlous -attention must be given to tha
question.

Othiers of the Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals have heen in atten-
dance at several of the Rockaway Club
polo games, and they claim that their so-
tion was only teken after noticing that
spurs were repeatedly used.

A short time ago the subjeet was
brought before the executive committee of
the Polo Association, but no action was |
taken. There is no rule for or against the |
use of spurs in the Polo Assoclation’s Ly-
lawsg. The players themselves have never
attempted to conceal the fact that they
do use spurs. The difference in this re-
spect here and abroad was prominently |
shown when. in the international matches
at Hurlingham, about three years ago,Law-
rence Waterbury was ordered off the ficld
by one of the younger members of the Eng- i
| lish nobility until Le removed the spurs |
from his boots.
