Principél of Woodstock Col-
lege Speaks in Y. M. C: A.

WIND-UP OF CAMPAIGN

Hundreds of Boys Inspired
by Stirring Speech Ending
Three C.’s Drive.

Pleading for clean speech, clean live
ing and clean sports, Rev, Dr. T. Wear-
ing, principal of Woodstock College,
stirred hundreds of boys in the ‘teen
age, who had gathered in a mass
meeting in the Y. M. C. A. Auditor-;

cam-
paign, which was held among the boys
of the city during the past week.

Dr. Wearing opened his address by
beseeching the boys to become broader
Canadians. *“How much does the word
mean to you?” he asked. “Does it only
mean your backyard, your schoolroom
or your immediate locality? @There are
too many wordy battles in progress be-
tween people who were ,born in this
country, who think there is° no other
place in the weorld, and those who,
coming to this country from other lands,
can never agree that things are done as
well here as back home.”

“Everyone should know enough about
other countries in order that he might
make a comparison. Dr. Wearing said
that he was born in England, and came
to this country when he was 12 years
of age. He told of the freedom of
this country compared to England with
its many placards of ‘‘Trespassers will
be prosecuted.’” He had come to appre-
clate,”” he continued, “what Canada
meant—its distances, the wonderful
rivers and lakes and the wealth of
natural resources, which spoke of a
wonderfu] future for the young coun-
try. He then asked: ‘“What does it
mean If you are to help to solve the
great problems of tomorrow in such a
nation? If you are to do this success-
fuily you must lead a clean life today. !
You must be clean of speech, clean liv-
ing and clean in your play.”

Oniy One Language.

Dr. Wearing said 40 languages and
80 dialects were spoken in Canada. The
day must come, he asserted, when a
uniform language must prevail, The
Erglish language should be used in this
country for all purposes.

In many parts of England, there are
50 many dialects that a person from one
community would rot be understood flve
miles from home. In spite of the many
languages in Canada, he said. purer
English was spoken from Halifax to
Vancouver than throughout England. It
was the beginning of one great speech
for this country.

Canadians were too careless in their
talking. They did not take time to
construct their sentences, they jumbled
their words and put them in the wrong
order. There was too much slang. It
was marvellous to see the many ways
in which the English language was dis-
torted. Slang wag the borderline of
cursing. The streets, he said, needed
to be cleaned of cursing, blasphemy anad

ster suggestions. It was up to every
to keep his speech clean from vul-

He stated that he heard more cursing
at a farmer’s threshing than during the
several years he had spent among the
lumber camps of the northern woods.
The air of the pPine woods seemingly
clarifled the speech of the men breath-
ing it..

It was the duty of the boys
not to give silent consent when a filthy

Expenditures Exceed Revenue
For Year by $18,051. |

SIR ADAM RE-ELECTED

Believes This Year's Income
Will Be $25,000 or $30,-
000 Behind Expenditure.

With the expenditure for the year
1919 exceeding the revenue by $18,-
051.46, London Health Association will |
ask for §$13,000 through the United
Welfare campaign, in addition to ask-
Ing that the city pay $1.25 instead of ,
$1 per aay for the maintenance of city '
patients at Queen Alexandra Sana- |
torium. The $1%,000 to be obtained |
through the welfare campaign will just
about cover the loss entailed in caring
for city of London patients last year.

While the expenditure actually ex-
ceeded the current revenue for the year
by $18,000, the receipts from some in-
Jyestments returned $2,468.22. Produce
from the farm and garden at the
sanatorium, amounted to $723.14,

Sir Adam Beck, who was re-elected
president at the annual meeting of the
London Health Association dn the pub-
lic utilities board room Saturday after-
noon, expressed the opinion that the
expenditure for the ensuing year would
exceed the receipts by from $25,000 to
$30,000. Sir Adam told Warden Thomas
Clark that Middlesex County only con-
tributed one-third of the actual cost of
treating county patients,

Look To Government,

There are now in the Sanatorium, 214
military patients and 83 civilian
patients, of whom thirty are children.
In order to pay off mortgages on the
Sanatorium, the association hopes that
a liberal grant will be made by the
new U.F.O.-Labor Government. A grant
of $50,000 was promised by the IHearst
Government, but it failed to carry the
promise into effect before the change
in government. It is also intended to
ask that the province will grant §1 per
day per patient to the Sanatorium in-
stead of 50 cents as at present.

An eadditional water supply is re-
quired for the farm and institution, and
a root house and other farm buildings
The sanatorium prc:lpﬁr
‘he

last year was $2.52, and it is anticipated
that the cost this year will be in-
creased to between $2.75 and $3.

The maintenance account showed a
total expenditure of $201,707.03, and
the total revenue was $183,655.57, which
included military and civilian patients’
fees, amounting to $172,699.57, and the
provincial government grant of $10,95¢.

The total number of patients treated
during the year was 644, which included
345 patients discharged, 16 who died and
283 remaining in residence.
