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einyg the representatives of distant States to turn their
atteation to projects of laws which are not of the
highest importance to their eonstituents, they are not
individually, nor in Congress collectively, well quali=
fiell to Legislate over the local concerns of the Dis-
trict.

Consequently, itsTinterests are much newlected, and
the people are almost afraid to present their grivvan-
ces lest a body, in which they are not represented,
and which feels little sympathy in their local relations
should, in its attempt to make laws for them, do more
harm then good.  Governed by the laws of the States
whence they were severed, the two shores of the Po-
tomac within the ten wiles square, have different pe-
nal codes ; not the present codes of Virginia and
Maryland, but such as existed-in those States at the
time of the cession to the United States.  As Con-
gress will not form o new eode, and as the people of
the District cannot make one for themselves, they are
virtually under two Governments, Is it not Jjust to
allow them at least a delegate in Congress if not a
local Legislature, to make Jaws for the District, sub-
Jeet to the approval or rejection of Congress ¥ [
earnestly recommend the extension to them of cyery
political right whiéth their interests require, and which
may be compatible with the Constitution.

The extension of the Judiciary system of the Uni-
ted States is deemed to be one of the duties of Go-
wernment.  One-fourth of the States in the Union do
not pacticipute in the benefits of a Cireuit Court.—
“To the states of Indiana, Wlinois, Missouri, Alubuma,

Mississippi and Louisiana, admitted into the Union |

since the present Juliciary system was orrmized,
only a Disirict Court has been allowed.  If this be
cullicient, then the Cireuit Courts already existing in
eighteen states, ought to be abolishod 5 if it he not
sufficient, the defect ought to he remedied, and these
states placed on the same footing with the other mem-
bers of the Union. It was on this corxdition, and on
this footing, that they entered the Union ; and they
may demand Circuit Courts as a matter, not of con-
cession, but of right. I trust thut Congress will not
aljourn, luu\‘iug this anomuly in our system.

Liatertaining the opinions heretofore expressed in
relation to the Bank of the United States, as at pre-
sent organized, I felt it my duty, in my former Mes-
sages, frankly to disclose them, in ordér that the at-
tention of the Legislature of the Pesple should he
seasonably directed to that important subject, and
that it might be considered and finally disposed of in
a manuer best caleulated to promote the ends of the
Constitution and subserve the public interests
Having thus conscientiously discharged a constitu-
tional duty, [ deem it proper, on this occasion, with-
out a more particular reference to the views of the
subject then expressed, to leave ii for the present to
the investigation of an enlightened people and their
representatives. :

In conelusicn, permit me to invoke that Power
which superintends all governments, to infuse into
your deliberations, at this important crisisof our his-
tory, a spirit of mutual forbearance and conciliation.
In that spirit was our Union formed, and in that spi-
rit must it be preserved.

“ The amicable relations whichnow subsist between
the United States and Great Britain, the increasing
intercourse between their eitizens, and the rupid obli-
teration of unfriendly prejudices to which former events
naturally gave rise—concurred to present this as a fit
period for renewing our cndeavours to provide aguinst
the recurrence of causes of ieritation, which, in the
eveat of war between Great Britain anid eny other
porwer, would inevitably endanger our peace.”

This passage, we think, must refer to the important
questions of Blockade, the right of Scarch, impress-
ment of British Seamen, and scizure of Brilish desert-
ers in American vessels.  These topics would eertain-
ly be liuble to produce disputes in the event of Ena-
iand becoming engazed in war with any waritime Eu-
ropean power; and if the Presidenr, foresecing dwn:,_q‘-
rous consequences to the peace of the two countrics,
has thus timely made an eliort to avere them, by the

enactment of some mutnal regulati he
the unqualified thanks of all Ame citiz

every British sulject whateyer. If these diflicult
points are to be arranged by amicable negotintons—
and that they should no person will deny—ihe pre-
sent, we think, is a very proper and scasonable mo-
ment for making the atterupt, and we pray it may be
suceessful. ~ Amicable negotiations can certainly ne-
ver be more rationally opened than when the nesotio-
ting powers are in a state of amity, which is individu-
ally and ‘nationally happily the case at the present
time.
