Apply Business Methods

WHERE REBULARS FAL

Cel. J.. A. Currie, of Toronto,
Speaks of Conditions at The
Front and Reasons Why Can-
adians Make Goed

(Montreal Gaszette):

“From what I saw at the front,” said
Col. J. A. Currie, who arrived in the
city yesterday, “the Canadian officers
did splendid work everywhere. When it
came down to hard fighting under the
novel conditions that prevail in Flanders
and France today, the Canadian offi-
cers showed themselves as well trained
and as ready to grapple with the situ-
ation as any of the British officers.”

Col. Currie remarked that he and the
rest of the Canadians should know
something “about what fighting meant,
since his battalion, the 15th, had lost
691 oficers and men during the heavy
fighting around Ypres and St. Julien.

“War today,” said Col. Currie “is a
huge business. ‘Watty’ Burland, Frank
Meighen and the other Canadian officers
were all business men who knew busi
ness as well as military work and they
were at once capable of applying busi-
ness methods, where some of the other
officers who had no business experience
could not adapt themselves. It has been
hard work for some of the other offi-
cers who knew nothing about business
to get into line, and this has caused
some difficulty.

“Qur Canadian officers at the front,”
said Col. Currle, “grasped this fact.
They knew what business meant and
realized that this war was a matter of
business. As experienced business men
they took up every detail. That is why
the Canadian officer makes good at the
front. He does not turn his work over
to a sergeant; he goes out and sees that
it is done.”

Col, Currie was on his way back from
Fredericton, N. B., where he had ad-
dressed a patriotic meeting on Wednes-
day evening.

“There was lots of enthusiasm in the
maritime provinces,” said Col. Currie.
“I told those people that Britain had
not only ctn'rietg)e out her agreement with
the Allies by sweeping the seas clear
of the Germans, but had more than

of $1. We have spend about $200,000,000
on our share of the war, and we shall
make more than that on wheat alone, so
that it is a business proposition to us
also.” ;

Miners’ Splendid Work

Col. Currie, who met Col. Frank
Meighen and other officers here, ex-
changed many recollections, including
one of the time at Ypres when a Ger-
man shell came just over his head and
struck a tree behind him, without any
dafage to him but considerable loss to
the tree. He also mentioned that the
Canadian miners in the Expeditionary
Force had done splendid work.

Some of these men, said Col. Currie
had made their, own hand greriades,
mixing the explosive with bits of iron
and stuff in their pannikins, rolling
them into bombs, putting fuses in, Then
when they got close enough to the en-
emy, they would light the fuse and
throw them in, with terrifying effects to
the Germans.

In this way also Frank Currie of
Sault Ste Marie, he said, had alsc
done great work at the famous Hill 60

“My namesake there, said Col. Currie
::with his knowledge of:mining bossed
the job of blowing up part of the hill.-
‘He took charge of the operations and
‘planted the charge later firing the fuse,
and the result of his operations was that
some 800 Germans were blown to/pieces,
The Canadian. mining men' have proved
particularly useful everywhere in these
underground operatigps.”

“Col, Currie leaves today for Alexan-
dria where he will speak in Gaelic at
a recruiting meeting amongst the Glen-
garry Highlanders tonight. He will then
spend ten days visiting the various
camps in Ontario and proceed west to
Manitoba, the western provinces and to
British Columbia, giving lectures and
practical demonstrations of the work at
the front. '
