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In conclusion, the Board would, in view ofubhe continued 
existing depression, and the certainity that there will be much 
suffering during the approaching winter among, the poor, ear­
nestly appeal to the citizens in this Community *^or continued 
increased support, to enable them to tue^t and relieve the many 
cases of actual distress or want that are certainfo come before 
them. To help this Association by a money conVibution, great 
or small, is the best possible way of bestowing Charity. The 
giver may rest assurd tjiat his gift will be well applied, that 
the deserving only will be relieved, and the imposture of which 
the benevolent are too often made the viciims, (jo a larg 
tent avoided. . X
