ANCOVER, B. C., May 15.—The dirigible Norge, from King's

: Bay, Spitzbergen, over the

North Pole, arrived at Teller,

' Alaska, at two o'clock this morning, Eastern Standard time.
All aboard the Norge were well and everything else was said
tobe O. K. No indication of whether the Norge had been brought

‘to earth was obtainable here.

Teller is 75 miles northwest of Nome
and is on Port Clarence, an arm of the
Bering Sea. Nome, the destination of
the Norge, is also on the Bering Sea.

FIRST SIGNAL HEARD :

The following message reached the
Puget Sound Navy Yard station from
the Navy ‘Radio Station at Cordova,
| Alaska, reporting a message from St.
‘Paul Island, which is in Bering Sea,
8500 miles south of Nome.

“Following signal heard:

F¢LBT from WXY: ‘Received all
okeh. Go ahead when you are ready.’”

L.BT is the wireless call of the Norge
and WXY is that of the radio station
of the signal corps of the United States
Army at Nome.

The St. Paul-Cordova message was
received here at 9.45 this morning,
Kastern Standard Time.

WASHINGTON GETS WORD

WASHINGTON, May 15—The
United States war department an-
nounced today that the dirigible Norge
was at Teller, Alaska. |

“The office of the Chief Signal Offi-
cer,” said the department announce-
ment, “is in receipt of a message from
Nome, Alaska, to the effect that the
Norge is at Teller, Alaska, about 75
miles Northwest of Nome.

«¢®ommunication between Nome and
the Norge was established at 11 p.m.,
May 14, Alaska time.

Quebec Levy to Include Pay-
ment For Beers and Wines

QUEBEC, Que., May 15.—Starting &

on June 1, a tax of five per cent. on
all charges for meals in hotels and
restaurants when such meals cost over
a dollar, will Lave to be collected by
the proprietors of the <ating places.
The tax is to be collected, not only on
the actual food, but also on the beer
or wines or other incidentals which
may be ordered by the customer to be
used in the course of his meal.

An order-in-council, putting the new
law into force, was passed at the pro-
vincial cabinet meeting held here on

Wednesday last, and has just beenf{

signed by the Lt. Governor. The law
exempts meals costing up to a dollar,
ut the tax applies to,all meals costing
more than a dollar, and in that case
the amount is collected on the first
dollar as well as on the amount over the
first dollar.

. WHEELS TURN AGAIN

London’s millions of wheels began

turning again—trams, buses and tubes
showing their, paces in bringing the
people smartly to business, as though
te compensate for the irksome condi-
tions under which the metropolis
labored so long.

The same thing was largely true in
the provinces. The transportation ser-
vices were not normal, nor can they be|
before next week, but on the w ole,f
they were good.

TALK LAW ACTION.

Among individual trades unions the
aftermath of the general strike prom-
ises to ba serious and far-reaching.
Groups of members of several unions
already are contemplating appealing to
the law courts against the course of
their executives in embarking on the
strike unconstitutionally and thus ex-
pending union funds unlawfuly. In
times past such actions at law have
been instituted with success.

For months to come every union !
will have its own bitter domestic quar- !
rel with possible dire effects upon the
prestige of the leading officials thereof. i
This is likely to culminate in a wordy
turmoil on a grand scale, when the
trades union congress meets in gen-
eral session in the autumn.

The miners are united in what they
condemn as the milk and water policy
of the Congress and they talk about
withdrawing entirely from member-
ship in that body. As the affiliation
fee is a shilling per member, this
would mean a damaging loss in the
revenue of the congress.

Whether the employers who suffer-
ed loss as a result of the general strike!
will seek to recover damages from the
unions either individually or as one
organization formed for the purpose
of taking legal proceedings, is entirely
problematical at the present moment.
Much may depend on the manner in
which the unions and groups of work-
ers accept the methods of the railways
and other industries in taking their|
men back.

EMPLOYERS STAND PAT.

The employers also are likely to wait
to see what legislation, if any, the
Government will introduce in Parlia-
ment to safeguard the country against
a repetition of the recent upheaval.

* Practically every union was in low
financial water when the general strike
opened, and today the general fund in
many instances is virtually wiped out.
Realizing this state of things, the Lon-
don Society of Compositors agreed to
forego strike pay. |

There are still individual trade
unions in various parts of the country
which have not yet solved their differ-
ences, with the employers, and it may |
be some time before everything is
righted.

BRISTOL UNSETTLED.

Some of the railway unions are not
yet able to swallow what they con-
sider the too strong medicine admin-
tstered to them in the settlement be-
tween the companies and the national
union of railwaymen. Bristol is one
centre where the railwaymen are still
unsettled.

New Westminister Stirred
By Tales of Treasure Trove

The Evening Sun yesterday published
the following from the New West-
minster:

Persistent rumors of a treasue trove
in the royal city, are passing quietly
among a select party of old timers,
who refuse to deny or confirm reports
| that gold nuggets, buried 60 or 70
years ago by sappers of the British
army, have been located.

The story is that a large quantity

of gold nuggets, valued at $200,000 or
$300,000, was purloined and buried by
the sappers. Gold from the Caribou
country at this time passed through
New Westminster.

This gold is said to have been cached
in an old well, location of which is
described in an aged document said
to have been recently discovered. Quiet
investigations started and are slated
to have revealed several nuggets, but
all information is withheld by those
in the know.

COOK IS ANXIOUS

Reiterating that he was ‘“as anxious
as anyone in the country for a satis-
factory and peaceful settlement of the
mining problems, “Mr. Cook declared
such settlement could only be secured
ox‘the basis of & living wage.

He called upon the British public,
whose sympathy, he said, was with the
miners, to ‘“express itself in definite
form” during the new négotiations.

“The great mining community,” he
added, ‘“expects the British public to
treat it fairly and squarely at the pres-
ent moment. Next week will be a deci-
sive week in our history, and no doubt
it will decide the future of the mining
industry in this country.

“I hope the government will recog-
nize that any attempt to depress our
present standard of living will be met
with the greatest possible opposition
and that if we are turned down it will
only mean an unsettled state in’ the
future of our industry.”

POSSIBLY NO BALLOT

The government’s proposals have met
with such a degree of approval that in
some quarters it was believed a ballot
by the districts themselves, would not
be necessary.

“It is quite possible that a decision
may be made next Thursday by the
miners’ conference without a ballot,”
said one mine leader. “If the govern-
ment interprets the proposals generous-
ly and fairly, much progress will be
made toward an honorable peace.”

While it is obvious the wheels of in-
dustry, brought to a stop by the gen-
eral strike, cannot be set turning at the
touch of a magician’s wand and that
full resumption will come onlv by de-
grees, nevertheless the people are
working hard to give effect to Premier
Baldwin’s statement in the House of
Commons yesterday.

“The supreme necessity of the coun-
try requires that the largest body of
men possible be brought back to work
at the earliest possible moment,” de-
clared the Premier. This statement,
together with the agreement between
the railway managers and the railway-
men’s union, and the arrangements
made to resume work on the tramways,
tubes and omnibuses, has been greeted
with satisfaction by a majority of the
people.
