SPIRITED SCENE AS
HOTEL ANNEX' BURNS

Some Women Faint, Some Over-
come by Smoke, Others Helped
Down Fire Escapes

Chicago, March 11—Half a dozen wo-
men fainted, as many others were over-
come by smoke and these, with nearly
225 men and women employes of the
Morrison Hotel were assisted down fire
escapes early today when fire broke out
in a five-story brick annex to the hotel,
which is used as a dormitory for the
employes. Those overcome by smoke
were carried into the hotel drug store,
and were soon revived. -

The damage was estimated at $60,000.

“TUNNEL ENGLISH CHANNEL,
BUSPHORUS AND ALSD THE
SIRAIIS OF GIBRALTER

London, March 10—The Daily Mail
claims to have definite information that
the British and French governments
have agreed to the construction of a
tunnel under the English Channel and
that the details are now being discussed
by a special commission in Paris, which
also is considering the building of tun-
pnels under the Bosphorus and the
Straits of Gibraltar.

The engineering plans for the channel
tunnel, according to the Daily Mail, are
so far advanced that work could be be-
gun immediately. “It is proposed,” says
the Daily Mail, “to start the tunnel
some distance inside both countries, in-
stead of near the coast, as was origin-
ally intended, so as to avoid the risk of
a|fall of the cliffs, such as already has
occurred on the British side near the
point where the work would have be-
gun.”

Take Five Years,

Five years would be required to com-
plete .the proposed tunnel under the
English- Channel, according to an au-
thoritative estimate. It is said that in
ordinary times the cost of the work;
woitld be about £16,000,000, but, in view
of increased cost of labor and ma-
terials, the expense involved would, un-
der present conditions, be nearly” £20,-
000,000 .

Her Army to be Smaller
Than Switzerland’s

LIMITED TO 100,000 MEN

Supreme Council in Paris Adopts
Miltary Terms of Hun Disarm-
ament — Forts Along Rhine Must
be Destreyed—Peace Treaty by
March 20

Paris, March 11—Military Germany
will go out of existence as the result of
the adoption by the supreme council last
night, of the military terms of German
disarmament as they will go into the
peace treaty.

These terms provide for a sweeping re-
duction of the German military establish-
ment down to 100,000 men with 4,000 of-
ficers, the army to be recruited by the
voluntary system for the period of twelve
years. The effect of this is to limit Ger-
many’s military strength for the next
twelve years to 100,000 men, which is less
than the number of men Switzerland has
in her army.

Other provisions in the military terms
Iimits the arms and munitions Germany
| may possess to a quantity sufficient for
| 100,000 men, and all the remainder must
be delivered over or destroyed. The Ger-
man'forts along the Rhine also must be
destroyed. The imperial general staff is-
abolished, as the result of reducingthe
force.

Discussion of the subject was resumed
by the supreme copncil yesterday. The
basis for the debate was Marshal Foch’s
report on Premier Lloyd George’s pro-
posal to reduce Germany’s armed force
from 200,000 as had been suggested to
140,000 men and to substitute voluntary
for compulsory service. Marshal Foch
'favored the change, as the conscription
plan provided for 200,000 men serving one
| year terms would have given Germany a
trained army of $2,000,000 men in ten
years. i

As against this, Lloyd George propos-
ed to fix the enlistment term at twelve
years. Marshal Foch embodied this in
his report, which proposed an army of
140,000 men, but the council finally adopt-
ed an’.amendment. further reducing’ this

of Lloyd Georgeé’s main purpeses
in substituting voluntary service for the
conscription system was to pave the way
for the disappearance of: the conscription
system ‘throughout Europe, as it was be-
lieved that the effect of -the abolition of
the system in' Germany would be that
the other European countries would gen-
erally follow it, thus ending the menace
of large standing armies and their pro-
vocation to warfare.

The council has already adopted the
{naval terms of the treaty, except for a
{few reserved provisions, which will be
discussed today.
lPuee Treaty by March 20

The progress that has been made with
the work 'of framing the peace treaty
ensures the completion of the task by
March 20. It is the present purpose of
the peace conference to call the Germans
to Versailles soon after March 20, prob-
ably from March 28 to March 25. The
document will then be delivered to the
German delegates, and in case they are
not prepared to sign it at once they will
be given the opportunity to return to
Germany to consider it and return for
the formal signing at Versailles.

NOT OUT OF STORES
NOW HELD IN CANADA.

Washington, March 1l1—Removal of
peanuts from the list of restricted im-
ports was announced last night by the
war trade board. Licenses will be is~
sued for the importation of peanuts
from the country of origin or primary
overseas market, but not from stores
now held in Canada, unless purchase
was made prior to April 14 last.

REPAIRING FIRE DAMAGE.

The fruit and confectionery business
of C. Richardson, Waterloo street, dam-~
aged in the fire of several months ago,
will be started again soon by Mr. Rich-
ardson’s brother. Carpenters and paint-
ers are making the necessary renova-
tions starting today. Farther down the
street work on the premises of Amland
Brothers is today being commenced by
carpenters. A side wall and roof will
have to be practically rebuilt. In the
same block the Duval property, now
owned by H. Gilbert, is being cleared
up preparaptory to reconstruction.

STREETS IN GOOD SHAPE.

Superintendent Winchester of the pub-
lic works department says that for some
years it has not been possible to make
the streets so clear of mud and dirt, or
the gutters so free of ice, as at present.
The favorable winter weather and the
lack of snow have been a great help. In
fact, Superintendent Winchester is not
the only one to appreciate the situation.
