only safe principle to adopt.

“The need of both these causes iz very
great, and if the work cannot be support-
ed by private subscription, the munici-
pality will have to provide for them in
the municipal home, the municipal jail or
municipal farm.”

Ma}o’r Frink spoke in regard to the
work being done in the Home of the Good
Shopherd and he thought that under the
provision of the Child’s Protection Act
that this institution might receive help.
The mayor pointed out that the Catholic
people were not in need ‘of the Child’s
Protection Act as their' children were
cared for whenever necessary, but his
worship thought that a solution of the
problem would be to give a certain amount
to the Home of the Good Shepherd. He
spoke of the good work that had been
done by the home. He also referred to
statements made by the county eecretary
in regard to the placing of children who
had no one to care for them, and how
much easier it was to place them in the
Catholic home / than in the Protestant
home. The county secretary was quoted
as saying that children would starve if
they had ‘to wait for the arrangements
which were to allow them to enter the
Protestant Orphans’ Home, while the Ca-
tholic institution took the children with-
out asking questions. '

The reports of the commissioners were
then dealt- with. The commisisoner of
public works was authorized to purchase
one hot mixer, three, eight and fen ton
rollers, portable stone crusher, sand
spreader and oil distributor and to make
arrangements for the purchase of a motor
truck, to call for tenders for 125 tons of
refined asphalt, fifty barrels of residmum
oil, 100 barrels of refined coal tar, four
tank cars of asphalt road oil, ten cords of
hardwood, seventy-five tons of run of
mine coal and to purchase 214 barrels of
tarvia.

‘ The pe port of the city engineer was re-
ceived. 1\1 referred to the colmmissioners

reviewed the work of the last year. Ac-
cording to the report the cost of the
Loch Lomond extension to ‘date has been
$521,802.52. New.eieves- had been placed
at the outlet of Lake Latimer at a cost
of $232.03. He reviewed the work in
connection with the search for leaks in
the different mains. The leaks in the
woodstave pipe has amounted to about
664,000 gallons per day and 772,660 gallons
per day are delivered to the city through
this wooden pipe. The engineer also re-
ferred to the improvements that had been
made to the different wharves of the
harbor and the amounts expended on
each,

During the year forty-three pieces of
real estate have been sold by the city
and fifteen leases have been grantd.
