A meeting of the committee appointed
to devise ways and means for summer
baseball in this city was held late Thurs-
day afternoon in the Chamber of Com-
merce rooms. A majority of the commit-
tee was in attendance and after an in-
formal discugsion it was decided that be-
fore steps are taken for the organization
of the association or the team the finances
should be assured. In accordance with
this decision F. J.' Leonard, the promoter
of the league, was directed to solicit sub-
scriptions of stock and was to have begun
an active canvass on Friday.

Mr. Leonard said that he did not care
to collect the money, but would solicit
the subscriptions, the payment t¢ be made
to the treasurer of the local association
to be organized later. It is understood
that no money is to be collected unless
$1,000 is subscribed, that being the amount
Jhat Mr. Leonard says will be necessary
to insure a successful season. :

Mr. Leonard does' mot anticipate that
he will have any difficulty in raising the
money, as he has already received volun-
tary assurance from in the wicinity ‘of
twenty men in the city who are willing
to subscribe for stock.

“The whelg question is whether or not
100 shares-at $10 a share can be sold in
this city,” said Mr. Leonard. ‘“Bangor
hotel people can afford to subscribe for-
four or five shares from a business stand-

point strictly. -Restaurant-aen ought-tof

take two or three shares for a baseball
team will surely bring people into Bangor.
I do not think that-there will be any suf-
ficulty in. raising.the mopey if you will
quthorize me to make the canvass.”
Speaking of the chances of getting a
od team, Mr. Leonard said that this is
.e best time of the year to procure play-
ers. Many of the clubs take on twenty-
five or thirty men, and as the regular
force is but fourteen or fifteen, they have
to let some of the players go. “We want
to get young, hustling, ambitious players,
the kind that are on their toes all the
time,” explained Mr. Leonard. “Those
are the kind that the people like to see.”
Mr. Leonard said that George Magoon,
an old time player, mow ecoaching Uni-
versity ‘of Maine for the second season,
would like ‘to manage a Bangor team.
“Magoon would be an excellent man,” he
‘said, “He is a live wire .in. keeping a
team in motion. He is so situated that
he could get a Bangor team together with-
out interfering with his awork at Orono
and seems to be the right man for the
place and on the spot, at that.”

“Possibly Mr. Navin forgete my work
on the championship teams of 1907-08-9,
when I worked for a mere pittance—being

confer with the Detroit management and
the moment we can agree I am willing to
report and play good ball.
