Bootleg Freight Moved About

New York, Feb. 21.—A bootleg gang
didnapped him, beat him into submis-
ilon and forced him to fire the en-
gines on the stolen tugboat Emerg-
ency, while it moved dozens of cases
of liquor around the harbor all day,
according to a story told to the police
by Nathaniel J. McKenna, a licensed
Steamship fireman, of 25 South street,
Manhattan.

McKenna' replied that
he thought well of it, and was taken to
the Emergency. On deck were four
men wearing masks, who tackled Mec-
Kenna and beat him into«semi-con-
sciousness. Then the five dragged
him to the stokebold and ordered him,
on pain of further punishment, to get
up steam.

This was done, and when the engines
were turning, McKenna said, he went
up on deck, with the idea of getting off
if the opportunity offered. There he
saw four masked men in earnest con-
fersation, while a fifth, also masked,
kicked at the prostrate form of a mén
on the deck. The conversation indi-
cated to him, McKenna said, that the
man being kicked was a Filipino engi-
neer, who was being urged .to take
ovyer command, of the Emergency’s
engine-room.- )

A pistol was shoved against the en-
gineer’s head, McKenna said, and un-
der this coercion he was forced to the
engine-room, where he “took charge.
The tug cruised around the harbor for
several hours, making frequent stops
for lengthy intervals. McKenna said

_he could hear freight being moved on
deck, and an occasional furtive glimpse
from the engine-room  hatchway
€howed him that the freight was
whiskey in cases and barrels.

The tug was abandoned at night at
the foot of Twelfth street, Hoboken,
and the masked men departed as mys-
teriously as they had come. MeKenna,
seeking safety in flight, ran into the
arms of Thomas'Sullivan, a watchman,
- to whom he told his story, ani who

turned him over to the police.  Me-

Kenna's head and face were bruised
and his shirt was stiff with congealed
blood.

., PREHISTORIC ANIMAL BONES
ARE DISCOVERED IN CHINA

Swedish Expedition Reports Finds of
Great Interest to Scientific World.

.

Upsala, Sweden, Jan. 18—(By mail.)
—Upsala University has been interest-

ed by the news that the Swedish Pal-
eontological Expedition in China has
¢ remarkable discoveries of the
skelctons .of prehistoric animals which
will be sent to the natural history de-
partment here for mounting and pres-
ervation. These finds are character-
ized as of “great significance to all in-
ternational paleontological research.”

The Swedish expgdition in China,
which, has divided the field by agree-

' ment with the American expedition;
headed by Roy Chapman Andrews, is
under the personal direction of Pro-
fessor J., G. Anderson:”Researches are
carried on in the remote stretches of
Mongolia, as well as in the region
about Shantung.

Professor Anderson reports that a

mesozoic deposit has been found near
Shantung containing dinosaurs, turtles
and fishes, and a large eocene deposit
containing reptiles and mammals. Sim-
ilar remains have been discovered at
Paotechu, and have been dug out by
the Swedish experts; Dr. Otto Zdansky.
These finds will be shipped to Upsala
University.
. In connéction with these reports it
may be recalled that the Swedish ex-
plorer, Dr, Seven Hedin, has an-
nounced his intention of heading a new
expedition through unknown parts of
Asia with an entire staff of Swedish
experts.

BANDITS SHOOT
PAY CARRIERS:
CET $9.400 ROLL

Stage Daylight Hold-up of
Messengers in New
York.

Make Off in Automobile—
Passers by Run to Cover
as Fusilade Resounds in
Crowded Thoroughfare.

New York, Feb. 20—With' only a
meager description to go on and unable
to depend upon the conflicting and con-
fused stories of eye-witnesses, the pol-
ice are looking for three bandits who
shot and wounded two messengers of
the Pacific Bank branch at 122 Hud-
son etreet, and ‘got away with $9,400.

It was considered the most daring
and well-planned hold-up that had oc-
cupied the police for months. The two
messengers, R. Johnson, 596 Bainbridge
street, and William H. Buck, 200 Gar-
field Place, both of Brooklyn, started
across Hudson street to deliver the
weekly payroll to Seeman Brothers,
wholesale grocers, directly opposite the
bank. The distance from the revolving
doors of the bank to the loading plat-
form of the store is not quite eighty
feet. Bank officials could look directly
otlit at their progress and so could em-
ployes in the grocery warehouse. The
street is in the centre of the warehouse
district and is heavily traveled. The
two men, with Johnson carrying the
black bag, threaded their way through
the traffic and weaved in through the
wagons backed up to the loading plat-
form.

Bandits Open Fire.

Two young men, wearing caps, ap-
peared among the wagons.and without
a word opened fire on the messengers.
With a bullet through his neck, John-
son dropped to the sidewalk, passing
the bag to Buck, who drew a revolver.
A bullet through the shoulder turned
Buck around and he dropped, loosening
his hold on the bag, which one of the
bandits snatched.

A 'black touring car; running on first
speed, had been coming slowly down
the street and at this moment was di-
rectly opposite the hold-ip men. They
jumped on the running board and the
car speeded up and disappeared east on
North Moore street. .

As the car swung around the corner
Johnson hoisted himself on one knee
and emptied his revolver at the back
of the car. At the Broad Street Hos-
pital, . where both he and Buck were
taken, he Beemed positive that he had
wounded one of the bandits.

Johnson fired four shots, which were
heard by Patrolman Theodore Sthrei-
ber, of the Beach street station, who
was around the cormer. He ran up. to
the scene and caught a glimpse of the
bandit car.

Passersby, who had fled to a refuge,
from. the fusillade of bullets that. ripped
'sp and down the street, chipping brick

ust here and there, ran out to help the
wounded messengers,

Robbers Used Silencers. i
Patrolman Schreiber . declared ! that

revolvers, for in spite of the small bat-
tle raging, he heard no shots until the
four which Johnson fired. The police-
man said he had remarked to- himself
before that the bank sent this satchel
of money every Friday at the same
time. Being pal-day at the Seeman
plant, the messengers had been in the
habit of leaving the bank about 1.15
o'clock and crossing the street. Ap-
‘parently ‘the thought of a hold-up un-
der the nose of the Beach street police
station, just around the corner, and
under the bank officials’ eyes, had not
been considered. The two men, both of
whom bear reputations for faithful ser-
vice and bravery, left at their usual
time and at 1.25 o’clock met the band-
its.

Johnson, who is fifty-five years old,
is a retired policeman. The wound in
his neck is slight. Buck is sixty-eight
years old, but, while the wound in his
shoulder is serious, he is expected to
recover.

Bank officlals refused to discuss the
matter in any way after their return
from rushing about the street armed
with shotguns and pistols. Observers
from upstairs windows furnished con-
flicting stories which served to confuse
the search.

The case in which Max Lampert is
charged with being an accessory after
the fact arising out of the diamond
ring case being conducted against David
Carleton, was commenced yesterday
afternoon in the police court. James H.
McPartland, the original owner of the
vanished diamond, was the only witness
called. - His evidence was the same as
that given in the hearing against Carle-
ton a few days ago. Following, his
testimony the case was postponed until
this afternoon. A. B. Gilbert appeared
for Lampert and William M. Ryan
conducted the prosecution. An applica-
tion for bail was refused owing to
the short postponement of the case.

The Common Council yesterday
adopted a comm?ttee recommendation
that a bill be prepared for presentation
at the coming session of the Legis-
lature seeking authority to institute a
superannuation act for civic employes
and the bill is being advertised as re-
quired.
